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Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG)

Purpose 

The Joint Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee (JESS) will address issues within the scope of the NAESB Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) Executive Committee (EC) and the NERC Interchange Subcommittee (IS) due to the interdependency of commercial business practices, reliability standards and infrastructure related to the exchange of wholesale electric power commodities.    


Scope of Activities
The JESS will work on items assigned by the NAESB WEQ EC and NERC IS, including but not limited to:
· Coordinating the development of technical standards and communication protocols including aspects of e-tagging and coordination of interchange, in support of NERC standards and NAESB business practices.  

· Developing application security standards for NAESB WEQ and NERC.

· Drafting related NAESB business practices, NERC standards, NAESB standards requests and NERC Standards Authorization Requests (SAR).

· Addressing items assigned to the JESS through the NAESB WEQ Annual Plan and the NERC Operating Committee Three Year Plan and any other items  assigned by NAESB WEQ EC or NERC Interchange Subcommittee.  

· Serving as a common point of contact for all industry organizations to propose additions and enhancements to the Electric Industry Registry (EIR)

· Developing and revising system requirements documents as required to specify system functional requirements. 

· Managing the development, implementation, and oversight of technical projects as assigned by the NAESB WEQ EC and NERC Interchange Subcommittee or as appropriate within the JESS scope.

Reporting
The JESS takes direction from and ultimately reports to the NAESB WEQ EC and the NERC IS.  The assignments delegated to the JESS shall proceed through the appropriate NAESB and NERC processes.  . 
The JESS shall work closely with all industry organizations that require or rely on the EIR ,e-Tagging, etc. 


Leadership, Membership and Conducting Business 
Co-chairs will lead the JESS – one chair to represent NERC and one chair to represent NAESB WEQ.  Membership and meeting attendance is open to any industry participant regardless of affiliation.  NERC and NAESB staffs and the JESS co-chairs will work jointly on meeting agendas and the scheduling of meetings.  
Meetings 

The JESS will conduct meetings as necessary. All meeting announcements, agendas, working papers, etc., will be posted on the NAESB and/or NERC websites as appropriate.
