FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Hansen welcomed the participants to the call and the participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance.   Mr. Hansen reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Vandervort moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Skiba seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.  
2. Discussion Concerning the Implementation Plan for Meeting PKI Standard Requirements for e-Tagging
Mr. Hansen reviewed the e-Tag PKI Implementation document created during the March 12, 2009 JISWG meeting.  Mr. Hansen asked the participants if it is premature to refer to the JISWG as the Joint Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee (“JESS”) in the document.  Mr. Skiba suggested that the document refer to the JISWG.  A participant stated that he supports the document with the exception of the statement that the use of TLS in the transaction combined with NAESB compliant PKI certificates for the target servers will ensure that the target server is the intended recipient.  The statement was removed from the document.  Mr. Vandervort stated that he distributed an email to the vendors requesting that they submit a change order to NERC to implement the change from non-secure to secure URLs as discussed in the document.  Mr. Hansen stated that a change order would not be necessary to implement the change if the vendors work with their clients.  Mr. Vandervort stated that he would recall his previous email and send a new message suggesting the vendors coordinate with their clients.  Mr. Vandervort asked if the modification would have to be updated in the registry.  Mr. Hansen confirmed.  Mr. Baisden suggested that the JISWG track the transition and update the industry of the progression.  The participants made a few other minor modifications to the document.  Mr. Hansen requested that the NAESB staff put the document into a letter a format.  The modifications made to the document can be found on the JISWG website through the following hyperlink: http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_jiswg040609a1.doc.
3. Draft a SAR to Require e-Tag Approval Entities to Contact and the Create an Approval on Request for any Other Approval Entity in the e-Tag that has a current status of COMM FAIL
Mr. Hansen asked the group if they would like to request that a standard be developed that would require the e-tag author to contact the entity that is down or modify the e-Tag Spec so that the GCA has the ability to override the approval status.  Mr. Harshbarger stated that if the group is looking to make a modification to the business practices, the issue could be addressed under NAESB 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a.vii.  Mr. Hansen supported Mr. Harshbarger’s suggestion and noted that allowing the GCA to override the approval status could be included in e-Tag 1.8.1 or 1.8.2. 

4. Adjourn

Mr. Hansen noted that the next JISWG meeting is scheduled for May 13-15, 2009 and the meeting was adjourned by consensus at 10:43 a.m.
