Non-Disclosure Agreement for Electronic Tagging Data

This Non-Disclosure Agreement is entered into by and between the North America Energy Standards Board, Inc. (“NAESB”) and _______________________________ (“Recipient”) this _______ day of _______________, 20____.


Data transferred through the Electronic Tagging System may contain proprietary information which may result in unfair advantages and disadvantages in the electricity market if unequal access to the data is granted.  Therefore, NAESB requires that all entities with access to the Electronic Tagging System accept and receive Electronic Tagging System data in confidence and trust subject to the following conditions:
1. Recipient agrees not to disclose Electronic Tagging System data to third parties unless:

a. the third party is listed in the North American Electric Reliability Corporation (NERC) Distribution List for an Electronic Tag (e-Tag), which is set forth in Section 3.6.1.1.1 of the Electronic Tagging Functional Specification (ver.1.8.0) and can be found on the NERC website at http://www.nerc.com/docs/oc/jiswg/e-tag-spec-v-18-20071107.pdf; or  
b. the data is eight days or older, and the data is made available to any market participant in a fair and non-discriminatory manner upon request.
Recipient is responsible for ensuring that any third party granted access to the Electronic Tagging System data under the conditions of this agreement is aware of the confidentiality obligations surrounding the Electronic Tagging System data and that the data will not be disseminated beyond the third party.
This Non-Disclosure Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties with regard to Electronic Tagging System data exchanged between them.  This Non-Disclosure Agreement may be signed in multiple originals.
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
