Subject: Informal Comments Regarding the Non-disclosure Agreement for e-Tag Data
Please accept the following as informal comments from NERC regarding the Non-disclosure Agreement for e-Tag Data.
 

While we believe that item 1A would allow NERC to request e-Tag data in the course of an event analysis or investigation, we would prefer to see the ERO explicitly identified in item 1 to ensure there is no confusion.  Accordingly, we suggest that item 1 be modified to read as follows:
 

1. Recipient agrees not to disclose Electronic Tagging System data to third parties unless:

a. the party is directly responsible for immediate real-time operating reliability of a portion of the bulk electric system or otherwise has a lawful need to access Electronic Tagging System data for the purpose of analyzing or maintaining bulk electric system operating reliability at the Recipient’s initiative; or  
 

b. the party has been designated by FERC to serve as the Electric Reliability Organization (ERO), or


c. the data is eight days or older, and the data is made available to any market participant in a fair and non-discriminatory manner upon request.
