I am ok with the changes that have been made to the NAESB NDA for Electronic Tagging Data but I do see what might be a problem.  There needs to be definitions for "recipient", "third party" and the entity "beyond the third party".  

If the two transaction parties to a tag are the "first party" and the "second party" then the "recipient" could be implied to be the "third party"

as written in the NDA.  I am not sure this is the intent.  With the broad field of recipients that are listed in the NDA under "1.", how could there ever be a party "beyond the third party"?

In the last paragraph of the NDA there are exceptions to disseminating the tag data "beyond the third party".  Why is 8 day or older data not included in these exceptions?

If definitions for "recipient", "third party" and the entity "beyond the third party" exists elsewhere, then reference should be made to those definitions.

I believe that this NDA could be more clearly written.
