Please see the following comments concerning your request for comment relating to the WEQ-004 Coordinate Interchange Standards revision.
004-6.1.2       If the TPSE, LSE, or GPE does not respond to an RFI, the Arranged Interchange is considered passively approved.  In addition, if the TPSE, LSE, or GPE is also the PSE creating the e-Tag, Arranged Interchange will be considered approved.
       If I read it correctly, the last sentence in this section appears to be unnecessary.  As written, it is unclear as to the intent of the language.  When there is a lack of intentional approval beyond the allowable time for review, the Arranged Interchange will become passively approved; regardless of who else the PSE represents in the path.  
o       As written, being a PSE and at least 1 of the other entities (TPSE, LSE or GPE) is all that is required to make the Arranged Interchange automatically approved.  This automatic approval would unnecessarily remove the opportunity to review the Arranged Interchange from the other 2 entity types.
