Wholesale Electric Quadrant Leadership Meeting Notes – December 17, 2008
Dear WEQ Leadership Committee,

A leadership meeting was held on December 17, 2008.  Below are notes from that meeting:

	Administration and Welcome
	· Mr. Desselle welcomed the participants.  Ms. Cunningham read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Desselle asked the participants in the room and on the phone to introduce themselves.  The participants reviewed the agenda. Mr. Green moved to accept the agenda as written.  Mr. Oberski seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted unanimously as written.  

	Review and Discuss Order 890 Progress
	· Ms. York provided an update on the activities related to FERC Order No. 890, coordination with NERC, ATC deliverable deadlines, OASIS change progress, NAESB filing of Version 2 with FERC.  She noted that the 17 ATC-related efforts have been completed and filed with FERC.  She further noted that the CBM recommendation was recently ratified and will be filed with Version 2.1 during the 1st quarter of 2009.
· During the November 2008 WEQ EC meeting, the EC could not reach a consensus in regards to modifications to 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a.iv, 3.a.vii., and 6.l.  A section, WEQ-001-9.7 was pulled from the recommendation and the WEQ EC assigned a task force to review this section pertaining to rollover of redirects on a firm basis.  The WEQ EC task force will meet with FERC staff in early January 2009.  Since the last Board meeting, there have been 27 meetings in total between the WEQ EC and subcommittees combined.  

	Update on the eTariff classes
	· The next eTariff course will take place on January 12, 2009 at the Sheraton New Orleans Hotel, New Orleans, LA.  The course will be taught by Mr. Spangler, NAESB Board member and co-chair of the WGQ EDM subcommittee.   

	Review and Discuss DSM/EE Wholesale Standards currently posted for formal comment
	· Ms. McQuade provided a brief review of the DSM/EE Wholesale Standards currently posted for formal comment.  Since the last Board meeting, the subcommittee has held two meetings to finalize the Wholesale demand response program measurement and verification proposed business practice standards.  Ms. McQuade noted that the recommendation received 15 sets of comments that contributed 90 distinct comments related to specific areas of the recommendation.  She further noted that the recommendation received only three negative votes at the subcommittee level.  
· During the December 2, 2008 meeting, the Wholesale DSM-MV recommendation was voted out of the subcommittee and is out for a 30-day formal comment period.  The deadline for industry comments to be received by the NAESB has been extended to January 12, 2009 due to the upcoming Holiday break.  A WEQ EC Single Topic call to review the recommendation has been scheduled for January 14, 2009.  The WEQ EC will meet on January 27, 2009 for a possible vote on the recommendation.  

	Update on 2008 annual plan and discuss 2009 plan items
	· Ms. York reviewed the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan.  There were several changes reflecting the progress that has been made by the WEQ subcommittees.  In regards to Item 1, it was  noted that five of the listed items have been completed and three items will continue to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan. In regards to the OASIS-related items, 14 Annual Plan items will carry-over to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan.  As it relates to DSM-EE, the group determined that 8 items will be set for completion for January 2009 and these items will require further clarification and granularity.  In relation to Section 6 of the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan, 6 items will continue forward to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan.

	Review membership numbers and balance
	· Ms. Rager provided a brief review of the membership numbers and balance.  Currently, NAESB has a total of 336 members (WGQ – 133 members; Retail – 23 members; and WEQ – 150 members).  The membership profile reflects a 10 member loss from year end 2007 to present day.  In total, there have been 16 new membership and 29 resignations from all four quadrants.  With the further development of the DSM-EE efforts and other key projects plus changes in the fees charged to new members, a net gain in membership is expected to occur in 2009. 

	Review other Board agenda items
	· Ms. McQuade provided a brief update of the membership report and the financial report.  She noted in reviewing the balance sheet, it shows an increase in expenses which are directly related to the increase in the number of meetings held.  Nonetheless, the balance sheet dictates a negative net income of over $100,000 due to loss of 10 memberships rather than a net gain of 20 memberships (a swing of thirty memberships -- $150,000).
· She also provided brief review of progress of the Resources Committee, the Retail Restructuring Considerations, Specific Efforts on Order 890, WGQ, and Retail, and Old and New Business.
