4) OASIS subcommittee should address the following issues:

a) Establish rules for permissible transmission services in a linked request as shown in Additional Guidance 1.a.
b) Require pre-confirmation of short-term PTP requests (Additional Guidance 1.b)
c) Establish an identifier field which is to be assigned to the linked group and rules for establishing it (Additional Guidance 1.c.i.)
d) Make provisions for capturing info on all additional requests in the Linked Group (Additional Guidance 1.c.ii)
i) Transmission Provider & aRef number
ii) Make provisions after initial submission of a request for Transmission Service for adding or updating information about the other requests that are part of the linked group

iii) Establish a submission deadline for adding or updating such information
e) Address items/issues which are permitted/prohibited (may mean silence rather than explicit practices)

i) The Transmission Customer must be permitted to include any number of requests in a linked group (Additional Guidance 1.e. subsections i.-v.)
ii) No requirement for TPs to offer new products (Additional Guidance 1.f.)
f) Processing queued request through pre true-up:

i) Timing and evaluation is the same as other requests (Additional Guidance 2.a, 2.b., 2.c., 2.d. & 2.e.)
ii) Validation  
(1) Meet requirements on TP’s OASIS but no requirement for a Transmission Provider to validate consistency of product names and/or attributes across requests which are part of a linked group. (Additional Guidance 2.f)
(2) May not invalidate for any of the reasons outlined in Additional Guidance 2.g.
iii) Preemption & Competition (Additional Guidance 2.i.)
(1) When a request which is part of a linked group triggers a ROFR offering to an existing reservation on a constrained interface, the process should accommodate the process timing to work through the ROFR process (extend response time).

(2) Confirmed requests prior to true-up will be considered as Confirmed with respect to ROFR eligibility as set forth in Table 4-3 (shall not be considered a Pending request). Should the Transmission Customer opt to submit a MATCHING request  in response to an ROFR, the MATCHING request will not become part of the linked group.

(3) Request of type “MATCHING” shall not be a valid request type in a linked group.  
g) Final true-up of a reservation

i) Need mechanism for customer to notify TP of final true-up
(1) Record time of final true-up notification (Additional Guidance 5.a.)
(2) Final true-up MW (Additional Guidance 3.a. & 3.b.)
(3) Possible additional item: notification of the most restrictive linked reservation if MW capacity is lowered (see Parking lot item 1) 
(4) proper timing and communication requirements (Additional Guidance 5.b.1.)
ii) True-up only applies to capacity (Additional Guidance 5.b.2.)
(1) If all requests confirmed as requested and, where applicable, rollover rights are granted – no adjustment permitted (Additional Guidance 3.a.i. and Additional Guidance 3.d.)
(2) If one or more requests not confirmed at requested capacity or, where applicable, rollover rights are not granted -- Customer may request to adjust capacity on reservations to values lower than the amount granted in the pre-true-up process, or may request nullification of reservations.  True-up MW is not required to be the same for all reservations. (Additional Guidance 3.b.i. and Additional Guidance 3.d))
(3) The true-up process shall not require a Transmission Customer to ultimately reserve Transmission Service in excess of the lowest capacity granted by any Transmission Provider (Additional Guidance 3.b.ii.)
iii) The true-up process shall not require any Transmission Provider to accept a reservation which is not obtainable by other Transmission Customers (e.g., require a weekly request to have different MW values for different days of the week if all other Transmission Customers are required to profile a single MW value for each week). (Additional Guidance 3.b.iii.)
iv) Need mechanism to show that the reservation has been moved to final true-up. (Additional Guidance 3.c.i.)
v) TP response time shall comply with Table 4.2. (Additional Guidance 3.c.ii.
vi) Upon completion of final true-up is completed, requests are no longer linked. (Additional Guidance 4.)
h) Different treatment of pre true-up reservation vs final true-up reservation.  (Additional Guidance 2.h. vs. Additional Guidance 3.c.i.2.

	release of parent firm capacity on a firm redirect
	Prohibited (capacity is not released on the parent reservation because it might change and could not be reclaimed if the redirect MW is reduced at final true-up) However, capacity available for redirect should reflect the impact of the linked reservation.

i) Determine if resales, redirects, and renewals of pre true-up reservations may be submitted prior to true-up or if their submission would be deemed invalid.
ii) Treatment of timing, creditworthiness/deposits, transmission upgrade agreements, etc 

(1) Pre-true-up: same as other requests (Additional Guidance 2.d.)

(2) True-up: revise to reflect actual final reservation capacity (Additional Guidance 3.c.i.1.)
i) The Business Practice Standard shall permit regional alliances to establish a mechanism wherein a single request is processed for Transmission Service on multiple Transmission Providers, as is done by WesTTrans.  Such a mechanism must allow linked requests that extend beyond  the boundaries of the alliance.  (Additional Guidance 5.b.)
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
