COORDINATION OF REQUESTS FOR SERVICE ACROSS MULTIPLE TRANSMISSION SYSTEMS (SAMTS)
The following requirements provide consistency in processing SAMTS requests.

General Requirements

001-xx.1.1
OASIS shall support the queuing and processing of all Coordinated Groups, as specified in the technical requirements of Business Practice Standards WEQ-002, WEQ-003 and WEQ-013. 

001-xx.1.2
In the event that all Transmission Providers cannot accommodate the full amount requested, a Transmission Customer or Network Customer will not be required to reserve the full requested capacity on the remaining Coordinated Request(s).
001-xx.1.3
Queue submission should be subject to the same requirements as if the Coordinated Request were not part of a Coordinated Group (timing tables do not need to be changed)

001-xx.1.4
In addition to the routine validation done for each Coordinated Request, each Transmission Provider will be limited to performing validation that the product requested on the Transmission Provider’s system is an allowable “linked” product.  
001-xx.1.4.1
There should be no requirement for a Transmission Provider to validate consistency of product names and/or attributes across Coordinated Requests which are part of a Coordinated Group.

001-xx.1.4.2
The Coordinated Group(linked group) shall be made up of contiguous requests and/or reservations such that there should be no gaps between the earliest start time of any Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group and latest stop time of any Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group.

001-xx.1.5
The true-up process shall not require a Transmission Customer to ultimately reserve Transmission Service in excess of the lowest capacity granted by any Transmission Provider.

The coordination procedure will extend only for evaluation and processing of Coordinated Requests in a Coordinated Group.  After coordination is completed (final true-up), each of the resulting reservations shall be treated as any other reservation. The Business Practice Standard shall permit regional alliances to establish a mechanism wherein a single request is processed for Transmission Service on multiple Transmission Providers.  Such a mechanism must allow Coordinated Requests that extend beyond  the boundaries of the alliance.

This new NAESB Business Practice Standard should not require offering of additional products in order to establish an identical hour-by-hour match of reservations on OASIS systems that serve different time zones.

Eligibility

001-xx.2.1.1
The Coordinated Group(linked group) shall be made up of contiguous requests and/or reservations such that there should be no gaps between the earliest start time of any Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group and latest stop time of any Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group.

Motion 1, when referring to contiguous, shall permit time zone differences to exist. For example, a start time of midnight EST shall be deemed contiguous with a start time of midnight CST. This is so that we will consistent with the EC approved scope, Additional Guidance 2.g.i.

The customer attest that sufficient firm reservations are under the TC control to meet the contiguity requirements.

Pre-confirmation is required for all Coordinated Requests

001-xx.2.2.1
A Transmission Customer will be permitted to submit a set of requests on multiple transmission systems and group them together

The Transmission Customer must provide the following for each Coordinated Request:

A unique identifier that is assigned to the Coordinated Group (similar to the way a unique identifier is established for each e-tag)

· OASIS number of the Coordinated Request for Transmission Service

If all Coordinated Requests were accepted with the requested capacity The Transmission Customer must confirm all Coordinated Requests

Depending upon the type of ancillary services required, the Seller may or may not require all ancillary service reservations to be completed before accepting a Transmission Service request.
