A Coordinated Request is not required to have the same product name and/or attributes as any other Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group. (new)


Coordinated processing of Coordinated Requests shall only apply to requests that are not yet in a final state.   Once all Coordinated Requests are in a final state (CONFIRMED, WITHDRAWN, ANNULED, …), then the Coordinated Group no longer exists.(revised from 1.6 below)

Contiguity of a Coordinated Group shall encompass Coordinated Requests and existing reservations such that there shall be no gaps in an hour-by-hour match from the earliest START_TIME of any Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group and the latest STOP_TIME of any Coordinated Request in the Coordinated Group.  See Appendix E.examples (revised from 1.4.2 below)
The Transmission Provider shall not be required to offer a new service in order to establish any contiguous hour-by-hour match of reservations across transmission systems in different time zones. (Revised from 1.8 below)  
The Transmission Customer is not required to procure additional service in order to establish any contiguous hour-by-hour match of reservations across transmission systems in different time zones. (Revised from 1.9 below)
