TRANSACTION STATUS

CR_COUNTEROFFER = applies to a Coordinated Request in a Coordinated Group when assigned by the Transmission Provider or Reseller to indicate that a new OFFER_PRICE and/or CAPACITY_GRANTED over time is being proposed in the negotiation of requested service, (i.e., offering of Partial Service or negotiation of price).

CR_ACCEPTED = applies to a Coordinated Request in a Coordinated Group when assigned by the Transmission Provider or Reseller to indicate the service request at the designated BID_PRICE and CAPACITY_REQUESTED has been approved/accepted. Depending upon the type of ancillary services required, the Seller may or may not require all ancillary service reservations to be completed before accepting a request.
