FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Wood welcomed participants to the meeting. After attendees introduced themselves over the phone, Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance. After a review of the draft agenda, the subcommittee approved the motion to adopt the revised agenda without opposition. 

2. Consent Agenda – Adoption of Draft Minutes

Participants reviewed the draft minutes for the November 15-17, 2010, December 6, 2010, April 20-21, 2011 meetings as redlined by attendees prior to the meeting. The subcommittee unanimously adopted these revised draft minutes as final minutes.

2010 Annual Plan Item 2.a.i.1 through 2.a.i.8 and 3.a.i, Network Service on OASIS
· Review WEQ-002

Mr. Sorenson provided a review of the WEQ-002 NITS - work in progress 5/23/11 - Submitted by P. Sorenson, OATI document containing numerous suggested modifications and marginal comments. Beginning with Comment P22, the subcommittee entered its disposition of each suggested modification and consensus treatment of each comment on the NITS WEQ-002 Redline document. In addition, certain new consensus decisions were entered as comments. The following record is intended to supplement these entries. 
After a brief discussion of whether the term NITS Customer, Transmission Customer, Customer, or Network Customer should be used as the default term in the standards, the subcommittee decided upon Network Customer.
Drawing attention to comments P32 and P33, the subcommittee added certain sub-templates to the summary table at the end of WEQ-002, under the AddNITSSecondary template.
Attendees held a brief discussion of methods of profiling under the new S&CPs. Mr. Sorenson noted that the existing S&CP is silent about the nature or term of profile, adding that users tend to use service increments to create profiles today. The group discussed whether to remain silent, permit Transmission Providers to create time intervals, or require that profiles be bounded by the duration of the service increments. The group agreed to remain silent. 
The group discussed whether NITSGenerationDispatch template should be made optional or not under 002-6.3.3.7. Subcommittee members stated their recollections of why this provision was initially made optional. Mr. Pritchard stated that the much of the data would likely be considered proprietary, adding that, even if it were required, little value would be created given the format in which it would be submitted. Ms. Etheredge stated that her organization understood this information to be a tariff requirement. The group recognized that the optionality had been included to permit these varying viewpoints to co-exist; the subcommittee agreed to preserve the previously agreed-upon structure. 
The group discussed and began to develop a list of likely queries, which is captured at the end of the NITS WEQ-002 Redline work paper. 
3.
Wrap-up & plan for next meeting
Mr. Wood summarized the subcommittee’s upcoming work. Mr. Pritchard suggested the need to develop a transition plan that at a minimum detailed the data requirements for existing customers who are currently using reservations. Mr. Wood agreed, adding that an implementation plan for FERC should also be developed. 

The group discussed logistics and plans concerning the June 7-9, 2011 meeting being hosted by Black Hills Corporation in Rapid City, SD.
