NITS TRANSACTION PROCESSING

The basic transaction process for arranging Network Integration Transmission Service (NITS) on OASIS is described below. This Implementation Guide also provides additional requirements and guidance for processing business transactions in the implementation of NITS on OASIS. Note that the Transmission Provider does not have to use the applicable NITS template  or user interface to interact with OASIS. Transmission Providers may implement OASIS functions on back-end systems and are not required to perform all transaction processing on an OASIS node proper, provided that the results of all transaction processing are correctly posted on OASIS as required by the Tariff, regulation, or other established business practices.

OVERALL NITS APPLICATION 
The overall NITS Application which must be submitted on OASIS is composed of an INPUT template, NewNITSRequest, and multiple related templates, also known as REQUEST Templates of the overall NITS Application.  Some of these templates provide general customer and agent information, while other templates provide information specific to that portion of the overall NITS Application.  The list of templates and associated Data Elements for NITS on OASIS can be found in WEQ 002-101.xxx.

NITS APPLICATION TEMPLATES
The following is a summary of the NITS templates used and actions that may be taken by the Eligible Transmission Customer or Network Customer and Transmission Provider to execute a NITS transaction on OASIS. Note that the OASIS Business Practice Standards require all template functionality to be provided through a user interface. While this section focuses on template execution, all actions must be supported through a browser-based user interface. Detailed examples of the transaction process and description of the business logic envisioned to be implemented as part of the Transmission Provider’s OASIS or other back-end transaction support services are provided in subsequent sections of this OASIS Implementation Guide.

The applicable NITS templates shall be used by the Eligible Transmission Customer to submit a request for NITS.  All pertinent application-specific information must be provided in the appropriate template.

 a.
The QueryNITSRequest template shall be used by both Eligible Transmission Customer and the Transmission Provider to query application status information. Alternatively, the Eligible Transmission Customer may request dynamic notification per WEQ-002-6.2.10.3 whenever the transaction data are changed.

b.
The yyy and zzz templates shall be used by the Transmission Provider  to indicate to the Eligible Transmission Customer whether the request is acceptable or not by setting the status of NITS Application and portions thereof to one of RECEIVED, INVALID, STUDY, COUNTEROFFER, ACCEPTED, REFUSED, DECLINED, ANNULLED, or RETRACTED. A Transmission Provider may use the yyy and zzz templates to act on requests or may use proprietary software solutions to perform this function in a similar manner.

c. 
The yyy and zzz templates shall be used by the Transmission Customer to indicate to the Seller whether they wish to negotiate, confirm or withdraw the transaction by setting the status to either CONFIRMED or WITHDRAWN.

d.
The source of all Eligible Transmission Customer and Transmission Provider contact information shall be provided under WEQ-002-3.1 REGISTRATION AND LOGIN REQUIREMENTS. Therefore, it shall not be input as part of uploads, but shall be provided as part of all transaction downloads.

e.
If CAPACITY_GRANTED is null when a status is being changed to ACCEPTED or CONFIRMED, the OASIS Node shall set it equal to CAPACITY_REQUESTED.

f.
OASIS Nodes shall set the initial transaction status of the NITS Application request to QUEUED and assign a unique ASSIGNMENT_REF identifier for the transaction.

0013-101-3 NITS TYPES of REQUESTS


This Implementation Guide contains detailed descriptions on the use of each transaction REQUEST template as described in Business Practice Standard WEQ-002.6.3 and explains the business processes to be implemented in association with each of these requests as specified by the OASIS Business Practice Standards, WEQ-001







013-101-4 NITS STATUS

The following are the defined values that may appear in the STATUS data element associated with a given NITS request:

PRESUBMITTED – assigned by OASIS prior to submission by the Eligible Network Customer or Network Customer in a workspace to be saved while developing a NITS Application or request for modification of service such that the NITS Application or request for modification of service can be submitted at a later date.
QUEUED - initial status assigned by TSIP on receipt of "NITS Application request."

RECEIVED - assigned by Transmission Provider to acknowledge QUEUED requests and indicate the service request is being evaluated, including for completing the required ancillary services.

INVALID - assigned by TSIP, or Transmission Provider
 indicating an invalid field in the request, such as improper POR, POD, source, sink, etc. or that the request does not meet minimum information or data requirements. (Final state)
DEFICIENT – assigned by the Transmission Provider indicating a correctable deficiency in the NITS Application or request for modification of service, such as missing, incomplete, or inconsistent information.
REEVALUATE – assigned by the Eligible Transmission Customer or Network Customer during the NITS Application or request for modification of service process indicating that deficiencies have been corrected, and the revised NITS Application or request for modification of service is ready for review.
COMPLETED – assigned by the Transmission Provider indicating that are no deficiencies or all deficiencies in the NITS Application or request for modification of service have been met.

STUDY - assigned by Transmission Provider to indicate some level of study is required or being performed to evaluate service request.

REFUSED - assigned by Transmission Provider to indicate service request has been denied due to lack of available transfer capability. (Final state)

COUNTEROFFER - assigned by Transmission Provider to indicate that a new value for CAPACITY_GRANTED over time is being proposed in the negotiation of requested service, i.e., offering of partial service or negotiation of price.
CR_COUNTEROFFER – assigned by Transmission Provider to indicate that a new OFFER_PRICE and/or CAPACITY_GRANTED over time is being proposed in the negotiation of requested service for Coordinated Request (i.e., offering of Partial Service or negotiation of price

REBID - assigned by Eligible Transmission Customer to indicate that a new CAPACITY_REQUESTED over time is being proposed.

ACCEPTED - assigned by Transmission Provider to indicate the service request at the designated CAPACITY_REQUESTED has been approved/accepted. Depending upon the type of ancillary services required, the Transmission Provider may or may not require all ancillary service reservations to be completed before accepting a request.
CR_ACCEPTED - assigned by the Transmission Provider to indicate the Coordinated Request at the designated CAPACITY_REQUESTED has been approved/accepted. Depending upon the type of ancillary services required, the Seller may or may not require all ancillary service reservations to be completed before accepting a Coordinated Request

DECLINED - assigned by Transmission Provider to indicate that the terms and conditions, such as the  CAPACITY_REQUESTED is unacceptable and that negotiations are terminated or that contractual terms have not been met or the Eligible Customer has failed to respond to remedy a deficiency in a timely manner.  (Final state)

RETRACTED - assigned by the Transmission Provider when the Eligible Transmission Customer fails to confirm or withdraw the request within the required time period. (Final state)

WITHDRAWN - assigned by the Eligible Transmission Customer during request evaluation to withdraw the request from any further action. (Final state)

CONFIRMED - assigned by the Eligible Transmission Customer in response to the Transmission Provider posting "ACCEPTED", “CR_ACCEPTED”, “COUNTEROFFER”, or “CR_COUNTEROFFER” status, to confirm service. Once a request has been "CONFIRMED," a transmission service reservation exists. (Final state, unless overridden by ANNULLED state)

ANNULLED - assigned by the Transmission Provider when, by mutual agreement with the Network Customer, a confirmed reservation is to be voided. (Final state)
DISPLACED – Secondary Network Transmission Service assigned by the Transmission Provider when a "CONFIRMED" reservation from a Transmission Customer is displaced by a higher priority reservation, and the Transmission Customer is not offered or has not exercised right of first refusal (i.e. refused to match terms of new request). (Final state).

At the Network Customer’s request the Transmission Provider may use its discretion and move the request from any STATUS value to ANNULLED to void the transaction. For clarity, this is not shown in the above exhibit. NITS Application requests may be withdrawn by the Eligible Transmission Customer at any time prior to confirmation.

ACCEPTED Status Restrictions
OASIS shall block a request from being set to a status of ACCEPTED/CR_ACCEPTED by the Transmission Provider if the values for CAPACITY_GRANTED, do not exactly match the corresponding values for CAPACITY_REQUESTED over every START_TIME/STOP_TIME interval. This ensures that both parties to the transaction are in agreement to the terms of the request.

CONFIRMED Status Restrictions
OASIS shall block a request from being set to a status of CONFIRMED by the Eligible Transmission Customer if the values for CAPACITY_REQUESTED do not exactly match the corresponding values for CAPACITY_GRANTED over every START_TIME/STOP_TIME interval. This ensures that both parties to the transaction are in agreement to the terms of the request.

Requests to reserve or purchase NITS or ancillary service shall be submitted to OASIS by the Eligible Transmission Customer via the xxx or

ancrequest templates. 
The Transmission Provider specified in the request must be the Transmission Provider for REQUEST_TYPE of ORIGINAL, REDIRECT, RELINQUISH, RENEWAL, or DEFERRAL. 
OASIS should screen submitted requests to validate proper use of REQUEST_TYPE. Additional restrictions based on specific REQUEST_TYPEs are detailed in subsequent Business Practice Standards. Validations on the service requested, service start time and duration, submission time, etc., are established by business practice.

Once successfully submitted on OASIS, the Transmission Provider may take any of the following actions via the xxx/ancsell template:

Acknowledge receipt by setting the status to RECEIVED or STUDY

• 
Deny the request by setting the status to INVALID, DECLINED, or REFUSED

• 
Approve the request by setting the status to ACCEPTED or COUNTEROFFER

At any time during the processing of a request, the Eligible Transmission Customer may set the status to WITHDRAWN to remove the request from further consideration by the Transmission Provider.

Once the Transmission Provider approves the request, the Eligible Transmission Customer may take any of the following actions via the xxx/anccust template:

Prior to final confirmation by the Eligible Transmission Customer, the Transmission Provider may override their approval of the request as follows:

Once CONFIRMED on OASIS by the Eligible Transmission Customer a NITS reservation shall be deemed to exist. The Transmission Provider makes the following change to a CONFIRMED NITS reservation. The Transmission Provider may nullify the reservation for cause by setting the status to ANNULLED

The Transmission Provider shall provide a reason in the SELLER_COMMENTS whenever a NITS application request is set to the status of INVALID, REFUSED, DECLINED, RETRACTED, or ANULLED.

If the CAPACITY_REQUESTED and/or CAPACITY_GRANTED are not constant over time, continuation records shall be used to convey the time varying profile of MW capacity associated with the transmission request. The OASIS node shall not automatically confirm a request where CAPACITY_REQUESTED and/or BID_PRICE does not equal CAPACITY_GRANTED and/or OFFER_PRICE over time when/if an attempt is made to set STATUS to ACCEPTED. [Note: This language will change once the NITS data elements are known.]
Note that OASIS must verify that the values for CAPACITY_REQUESTED and BID_PRICE match the values for CAPACITY_GRANTED and OFFER_PRICE over each START_TIME/STOP_TIME interval, and block any attempt to set request status to ACCEPTED or CONFIRMED if these Data Elements are not equal. This ensures that both parties to the transaction agree to the final term and price of service.

NEGOTIATION OF PRICE

Negotiation of price is initiated by the Network Customer submitting a Secondary Network Transmission Service request (via xxx/ancrequest) with a BID_PRICE that is different (higher or lower) from the currently posted offer price, or the tariff rate, for that service. The following negotiation process is required, but there is no obligation on the Transmission Provider to offer a negotiated rate.

If the Transmission Provider determines that the BID_PRICE is acceptable, the following actions must be taken (via xxx/ancsell):

• 
Update the currently posted offer price for the service requested and all other applicable services offered as dictated by current discounting policy (e.g., all unconstrained paths to the same point of delivery) to match BID_PRICE;

• 
Update the request’s NEGOTIATED_PRICE_FLAG to L or H if the BID_PRICE was lower than or higher than, respectively, the posted price when the request was submitted;

• 
Set the OFFER_PRICE equal to the BID_PRICE;

• 
Set the CAPACITY_GRANTED appropriately (if left null or undefined, OASIS shall set CAPACITY_GRANTED equal to CAPACITY_REQUESTED when STATUS is set to ACCEPTED);

• 
Set the request STATUS to ACCEPTED (or COUNTEROFFER if offering partial service)

[Note: This language will change once the NITS data elements are known.]
The Network Customer may then confirm the purchase or withdraw the request by updating the request STATUS (via xxx/anccust).

If the Transmission Provider determines that the BID_PRICE is unacceptable, and negotiation of price is not going to be entertained, the Transmission Provider shall set the request STATUS to DECLINED (via xxx/ancsell):

If the Transmission Provider elects to enter into price negotiation, the following actions must be taken (via xxx/ancsell):

• 
If the price to be counteroffered by the Transmission Provider to the Network Customer is different than the currently posted offer price:

o Update the currently posted offer price for the service requested and all other applicable services offered as dictated by current discounting policy (e.g., all unconstrained paths to the same point of delivery) to match the price to be counteroffered;

o Update the request’s NEGOTIATED_PRICE_FLAG to L or if the price to be counter offered is lower than or higher than, respectively, the posted price when the request was submitted;

• 
Set the OFFER_PRICE and CAPACITY_GRANTED appropriately;

• 
Set the request STATUS to COUNTEROFFER.

The Network Customer may then confirm the purchase, withdraw the request, or propose a new BID_PRICE by performing the following (via

xxx/anccust):

• 
Update the request BID_PRICE appropriately;

• 
Set the request STATUS to REBID or CONFIRMED.

If the Network Customer has set the status to REBID, the Transmission Provider may then act on the new BID_PRICE and/or CAPACITY_REQUESTED over time by declining the request, accepting the BID_PRICE/CAPACITY_REQUESTED, or counteroffering a new OFFER_PRICE and/or CAPACITY_GRANTED over time using the same sequence of actions as stated above.

Negotiation of price may also be initiated on receipt of a request for similar service submitted with a higher BID_PRICE. If required by business practice, the Transmission Provider may update any ACCEPTED but unconfirmed requests to COUNTEROFFER with the associated OFFER_PRICE set to meet the higher received BID_PRICE, and the negotiation of price can proceed as described above.

Note that OASIS must verify that the values for CAPACITY_REQUESTED and BID_PRICE match the values for CAPACITY_GRANTED and OFFER_PRICE over each START_TIME/STOP_TIME interval, and block any attempt to set request status to ACCEPTED or CONFIRMED if these Data Elements are not equal. This ensures that both parties to the transaction agree to the final term and price of service.

The yyy and zzz templates shall be used by the Transmission Customer to indicate to the Seller whether they wish to negotiate, confirm or withdraw the transaction by setting the status to one of REBID, CONFIRMED, or WITHDRAWN.
b.
OASIS Nodes shall accept a Transmission Provider-initiated change in status to ACCEPTED only when OFFER_PRICE matches BID_PRICE. 
c.
If the Network Customer has identified the transaction as PRECONFIRMED and the Transmission Provider has set the transaction STATUS to ACCEPTED, OASIS Nodes shall automatically set the transaction’s STATUS to CONFIRMED without any Network Customer interaction required. 
d. If the Network Transmission Customer has identified the transaction as PRECONFIRMED and the Seller has set the transaction STATUS to COUNTEROFFER, OASIS Nodes shall take no automatic confirmation action on the transaction and require explicit confirmation by the Network Customer. 
e.
OASIS Nodes shall accept a Network Customer-initiated change in status to CONFIRMED only when BID_PRICE matches OFFER_PRICE.
