NETWORK INTEGRATION TRANSMISSION SERVICE – CONCOMITANT REQUESTS 

001- 106.1
The Transmission Provider shall review the request for Concomitant to determine if the request: (1) meets the minimum requirements specified in the Transmission Provider’s posted business practices; and (2) is complete consistent with the Transmission Provider’s tariff requirements.

001- 106.2
The Transmission Provider shall respond to a request for Concomitant by setting the appropriate status according to the NITS requests which are dependent upon each other according to the Business Practice Standards for the individual requests.
001-106.3
Any Network Customer shall have the right to request simultaneous evaluations for modifications or NITS transactions which are dependent upon each other.
001-106.4
The Network Customer shall be allowed to request concomitant submittals from a single customer to a single transmission provider for requests which are dependent upon each other.
001-106.5
The Network Customer shall be allowed to request concomitant submittals from a single undesignation request to a single transmission service request (eg firm PTP, non-firm PTP) which are dependent upon each other.
001-106.6
The Transmission Provider must process the Concomitant request as a single group with the same queue time.
001-106.6.1
Failure of any single request which are dependent upon each other fails all concomitant requests in the concomitant submittal.
001-106.6.2
If the request for Concomitant submittal is denied for any reason, all rights and obligations shall remain per the original individual pieces.
001-106.7
To be considered a concomitant submittal the requests which are dependent upon each other must be submitted within a submittal window defined by the Transmission Provider and the flag indicating the requests are to be considered a batch submittal be set to so indicate that the requests are to be processed together.

001-106.7.1
Any requests not submitted at the same time with the flag set will be considered two separate requests and will be processed according to the appropriate Business Practice Standards for that request.
001-106.8
Counteroffers for concomitant submittals will be handled in accordance with the Business Practice Standards for the appropriate NITS transactions which are dependent upon each other or the Transmission Provider’s business practices.
