FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Pritchard welcomed participants to the meeting. Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance before attendees introduced themselves over the phone. After a review of the draft agenda, the subcommittee approved the motion to adopt the agenda without opposition. 

Mr. Pritchard reminded participants of the upcoming NITS on OASIS review session scheduled for July 19, 2011. In response to a question, he stated that the intended audience for the review session was any interested industry participants that would be affected by the proposal. 
2. 
Review WEQ 2011 Annual Plan for next projects
Mr. Pritchard introduced the 2011 Annual Plan items assigned to OASIS subcommittee as of 6/23/11 document he had prepared prior to the meeting. He asked participants to recommend projects that held particular significance for their organizations. No participants offered strongly held opinions as to the next project selected. 
Mr. Pritchard next led attendees through a review of each Annual Plan item listed on the document. For each item reviewed, Mr. Pritchard asked for volunteers to perform a more thorough review offline and prepare a brief report for the subcommittee. The assignment of such action items was captured on the WEQ OASIS 7/11/11 2011 Annual Plan Work Paper. The summary below lists the action items and any substantive discussions pertaining to the list. 

2011 WEQ Annual Plan items 2(a)(i)(1-8) 
The subcommittee noted that no action was required because these items, dealing with NITS, were currently out for an informal industry comment period ending July 29, 2011.

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 2(a)(ii)
Mr. Saini offered to review and report on this item, dealing with preemption and triggered by Request No. R05019, with assistance from Messrs. Pritchard and Manning. 

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 2(a)(iii)
The subcommittee noted that no action was required because this item, dealing with SAMTS, was currently out for membership ratification after having been approved by the WEQ Executive Committee on Friday July 8, 2011. 
2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 2(a)(iv)(1)
Mr. Pritchard offered to review and report on this item, dealing with Paragraph 1390 of FERC Order No. 890. 

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 2(a)(iv)(2)
Ms. Wesley offered to review and report on this item, dealing with Paragraph 1627 of FERC Order No. 890.

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 2(a)(iv)(3)
Ms. Wesley and Mr. Pritchard offered to review and report on this item, dealing with Redispatch Cost Posting.

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 2(b)
Ms. Knox and Ms. Wesley offered to review and report on this item, dealing with issues raised in Request No. R05004A. The group noted that it was an outstanding question whether the item was still relevant given the content of certain recently-created NERC MOD standards. Mr. Pritchard noted the need to change the Annual Plan reference to the most current version of the Request (R05004A), as opposed to the original version (R05004).
2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 3(a)
(i)
The subcommittee noted that no action was required because this item, dealing with SAMTS, was currently out for membership ratification after having been approved by the WEQ Executive Committee on Friday July 8, 2011. 

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 3(a)
(iii)(1)
Mr. Jenkins offered to review and report on this item, dealing with the elimination of the masking of TSR tag sources.

2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 3(a)
(iii)(2)
Ms. Etheredge offered to review and report on this item, dealing with the posting on OASIS of “sensitive” material, noting the possible connection to Paragraph 404 of FERC Order No. 890. Mr. Pritchard offered to research any progress made by the WEQ JESS subcommittee relating to this issue. 
2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 3(a)
(iii)(3)
Ms. Etheredge offered to review and report on this item, dealing with certain enhancements to TSR postings. Mr. Pritchard suggested that perhaps the creation of conditional firm service had subsequently resolved this issue. 
2011 WEQ Annual Plan item 3(b)(ii)
Mr. Sorenson offered to review and report on this item, dealing with the development of PKI standards. He observed that no standards currently existed dealing with the issue, adding that the future direction and policy to be implemented appeared somewhat unclear. He suggested that the subcommittee could begin by establishing a non-disclosure agreement and some mechanism for granting access, perhaps beginning the review with the required homepage links. 
He suggested that three levels seemed a logical structure: 1) items that must be disclosed to the public; 2) items that may be disclosed to the public, yet are made accessible to authorized users; and, 3) items that may be disclosed to the public, yet are kept restricted from all. He also noted overlaps with work being done by the Board Critical Infrastructure Committee (regarding the recommended content of WEQ 012 standards) and the Board Certification Committee (regarding a renovated authorization structure). 
Mr. Lee observed that, once the content of the standards is addressed, care should be taken to consider the potential for compliance overlays with Sarbanes-Oxley requirements. 

2011 WEQ Annual Plan items 5(a-e)
Mr. Pritchard offered to review and report on these items, dealing with maintenance of certain WEQ 2.2 standards, with assistance from Ms. Knox.

2011 WEQ Annual Plan items 7(a-b)
Mr. Thota offered to review and report on these items, dealing with standards in support of FERC Order No. 676-E. 

Upon review, the subcommittee decided that no Provisional Items listed on the document merited further review at this time. 

Mr. Pritchard led the group through a review of the WEQ Requests - Displaying those assigned to OASIS subcommittee document he had prepared prior to the meeting. In the course of the review, he noted that certain Requests had not been addressed in the WEQ 2011 Annual Plan. Mr. Culliton undertook to research Request Nos. R04037, R05020, and R07004 and report as to why this was the case.

Mr. Pritchard reviewed the actions items that participants had offered to perform during the meeting and thanked volunteers for their effort on the subcommittee’s behalf.
