	Discussion:
	· Mr. Wood opened the NITS on OASIS Summary - July 2011 Version work paper. He led attendees through a review of its contents, beginning with a review of the NAESB process followed in creating the draft standards. He summarized the function of informal comments within that process and explained how the component pieces of the NITS on OASIS draft recommendation fit together. After providing a high-level summary of the proposed standards, he ended his review with the ninth slide on the document. 
· Mr. Wood reviewed WEQ 000, containing the glossary and acronyms, using the Proposed Revisions to the Acronyms and Glossary (WEQ 000) document as a reference.
· Mr. Wood provided a review of WEQ 001, containing the business practices, using the Proposed Revisions to the Business Practices (WEQ 001) document as a guide. He noted that this process does not include recently proposed changes to the Service Across Multiple Transmission Systems (SAMTS). He observed that the draft NITS standards are, however, designed to fit seamlessly with the SAMTS standards. He further noted that the NITS on OASIS numbering scheme, which begins with WEQ 001-101, was intended to both permit the existing point-to-point standards to be expanded unimpeded by the NITS-specific standards, and to better distinguish between the two content areas within WEQ 101. Mr. Wood then provided a thorough review of the substance of the draft NITS on OASIS standards.
· Mr. Sorenson reviewed the technical portions of the NITS on OASIS Summary - July 2011 Version document, beginning with the tenth slide. He highlighted the differences between certain existing TSR processes and proposed NITS processes. He summarized the proposed data structures and formatting underpinning the NITS on OASIS proposal. Mr. Sorenson then led attendees through a thorough review of the new and modified portions of WEQ 002, containing the technical specifications, and WEQ 003, containing the data dictionary. Mr. Sorenson made reference to the Proposed Revisions to the S&CPs (WEQ 002) and Proposed Revisions to the Data Dictionary (WEQ 003) documents throughout his review.
· Mr. Wood opened the Proposed Revisions to the Implementation Guide (WEQ 013) document, containing the implementation guide. He summarized WEQ 013 and indicated its utility as a synthesis of the previously-reviewed portions of the draft NITS on OASIS standards.
· Mr. Pritchard reminded attendees of the deadline to submit comments, observing that comments containing suggested alternatives to the draft subcommittee work product were often more easily understood and implemented by the subcommittee than comments alone. 
· Messrs. Pritchard, Sorenson, and Wood thanked attendees for their time and expressed interest in receiving and incorporating written informal industry comments.
