The following is one way for the OASIS subcommittee to consolidate the requirements for Transmission Providers’ posting of Business Practices.  The requirements shown below are the result of an attempt by Alan Pritchard (Duke Energy) to capture the requirements which were included in the NAESB Business Practice Standards submitted for informal comments on June 21, 2010.  Alan used “Additional Requirements” when the TP was required to validate that both the Business Practices and the TP’s OATT requirements were to be met.  Alan used “Minimum Requirements” when the TP was required to validate that either the Business Practices or the TP’s OATT requirements were to be met.  These draft standards were prepared in order to facilitate development of the NITS on OASIS Business Practice Standards and do not specifically reflect Duke Energy’s recommendation for any of the individual practices.

BUSINESS PRACTICES, WAIVERS, AND EXEMPTIONS LINK

The Transmission Provider shall post information related to 1) any Transmission Provider specific business practices, 2) any waivers or exemptions granted from any of the OASIS requirements or standards, and 3) any other pertinent information related to the conduct of business with the Transmission Provider.

The Transmission Provider shall establish a link entitled “NITS Information” to view all Transmission Provider NITS-related Business Practices. The posting shall address at a minimum the following information:
TP Data Input on Behalf of TC
In instances where the Transmission Provider inputs information into OASIS on behalf of a Network Customer as allowed in Business Practice Standards WEQ-001-101.4, the Transmission Provider shall specify the circumstances under which the Transmission Provider will input such information.

Submission of Off-OASIS Information

Any information not required by the Transmission Provider to be submitted electronically on OASIS (e.g. deposits, annual updates), shall be provided to the Transmission Provider as specified.

Minimum Information Required for Establishment of Queue Time
If the Transmission Provider does not require all information specified in the Transmission Provider’s tariff at time of submission of a NITS Application and/or Request for modification to service, as specified in Business Practice Standards WEQ-001-105.1.5, the Transmission Provider shall specify the minimum information required for establishing a queue time.

Displacement of Concomitantly Evaluated Request
In the event one of the single requests submitted for concomitant evaluation is DISPLACED, the treatment of the other single request shall be as specified.
