Subject: Comments on NITS and Revisions to Business Practice Standards - WEQ-002
I have reviewed your proposed changes to WEQ-002 for NITS compliance and have a few questions/comments.  

A majority of our Wholesale NITS Customers do not have an OASIS Certificate because they have no reason to access OASIS for transmission business.  How are those customers suppose to make changes to their NITS Application after it is loaded on OASIS by the TP (002-5.10.1)?    You should allow the Network Customer to submit changes to the TP via fax or date/time stamp medium and allow the TP to update the NITS Customer’s record when changes are needed.  

Only a few Network Customers will be able to query the NITS entries on OASIS.  You should not assume that all Network Customers have OASIS Certificates.

8/3/11 FERC requires in Order 890 that all NITS customers be on OASIS for transparency. There are agents that will act on NITS customers behalf to enter in this data and to conduct business for them. Agents are allowed in the standards. No additional changes are planned in response to this comment.
The standard weq-001-101.4 allows a Transmission Provider to enter data on behalf of the customer.
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
