Notes from WEQ-001, 002, and 003 review
WEQ 001

1. WEQ-001-0 – Some definitions will be applicable to both PTP and NITS.  Suggest that the definitions section be subdivided into general (applicable to both), PTP, and NITS.

a. General should include: 0.1, 0.15, 0.16, 0.3, 0.21, 0.4, 0.17, 0.14, 0.5, 0.22, 0.7, 0.8, 0.9, 0.11, 0.30, 0.13.
b. PTP should include: 0.24, 0.2, 0.25, 0.26, 0.27, 0.18, 0.28, 0.6,  0.19, 0.10, 0.29, 0.20, 0.12.
2. WEQ-001-1 – Applicable to both PTP and NITS.
3. WEQ-001-2 – Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.
4. WEQ-001-3 – Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.

5. WEQ-001-4 – Could be applicable to both, but suggest that it be amended to indicate applicability to PTP only given the all-inclusiveness of WEQ-001-101.
6. WEQ-001-5 – Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.
7. WEQ-001-6 – Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.

8. WEQ-001-7 – Applicable to PTP only.
9. WEQ-001-8 – Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.
10. WEQ-001-9 – Applicable to PTP only. 

11. WEQ-001-10 - Applicable to PTP only.
12. WEQ-001-11 - Applicable to PTP only.

13. WEQ-001-12 - Applicable to PTP only.

14. WEQ-001-13 – Applicable to OASIS generally.
15. WEQ-001-14 - Applicable to OASIS generally.

16. WEQ-001-15 - Applicable to OASIS generally.

17. WEQ-001-16 - Applicable to OASIS generally.

18. WEQ-001-17 - Applicable to OASIS generally.

19. WEQ-001 -18 - Applicable to OASIS generally.

20. WEQ-001-19 – Applicable to OASIS generally.

21. WEQ-001-20 – Applicable to PTP only as written.  Suggest that it could be applicable to NITS depending on the determinations of the subcommittee regarding rollover of NITS.

22. WEQ-001-21 – Applicable to PTP only.

23. WEQ-001-22 – Applicable to OASIS generally..

24. Ideally, WEQ-001 would be re-ordered and grouped into 4 sections: General OASIS standards, Standards Applicable to PTP and NITS, and Standards Applicable to PTP, and Standards Applicable to NITS.   
a. Alternate suggestion for WEQ-001 modifications is that under each title section an indication of applicability is added, e.g., “This Standard is applicable to OASIS generally.”; “This Standard is applicable to both PTP and NITS transactions on OASIS”; “This Standard is only applicable to PTP transactions on OASIS.”; “This Standard is only applicable to NITS transactions on OASIS.” 
WEQ 002
1. WEQ-002-0 – Some definitions will be applicable to both PTP and NITS.  Suggest that the definitions section be subdivided into general (applicable to both), PTP, and NITS.

a. General should include: 0.1, 0.2, 0.5, 0.6, 0.7, 0.8, 0.17, 0.14, 0.5, 0.22, 0.7, 0.8, 0.9, 0.11, 0.30, 0.13.

a. PTP should include: 0.3, 0.4, 0.25, 0.26, 0.27, 0.18, 0.28, 0.6,  0.19, 0.10, 0.29, 0.20, 0.12.

2. WEQ-002-1 – Reserved for future use.

3. WEQ-002-2 – Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.

4. WEQ-002-3 - Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS.

a. Exceptions as follows:

i. WEQ-002-3.3(a) and (b) – Suggest that the reference to templates be expanded to include the NITS templates.

ii. WEQ-002-3.4(c), (d), and (e) – Suggest re-ordering WEQ-002-3.4 into 2 sections – Applicable to OASIS generally and Applicable to PTP only.  The aforementioned sections in this romanette (ii) would be in the PTP only section.
1. In the OASIS generally section the following sections: (a), (b), (f), (g), (h), (i), (j), and (k).

a. (h) should be modified to include the NITS “unique identifier” in the title and content.

iii. WEQ-002-3.6 – Assumption is that the NITS standards already contemplate the 3 basic types of user interaction with the OASIS node.

1. WEQ-002-3.6(a) - It is suggested that the reference to templates in (a) be expanded to include NITS templates.
2. WEQ-002-3.6(b) – Suggest the following revisions/additions to make the provision applicable to NITS and PTP: 

Once the Customer confirms an approved purchase, a reservation for those services is

considered to exist, unless the reservation is a PTP reservation that is later reassigned, displaced, or annulled or a NITS transaction that is later annulled, undesignated in full, or terminated.
3. WEQ-002-3.6(c) – Suggest the following revisions/additions: 

Customers who wish to resell their rights to a PTP reservation may upload a form, create the

appropriate URL or upload a file to post services for sale. A similar process applies to eligible Third Party Sellers of ancillary services. The products are posted by the TSIP. The seller may monitor the status of the services by requesting status information. Similarly the Seller may modify its PTP transmission services posted for resale by submitting a service modification request through a form, a URL query, or by uploading a file.
5. WEQ-002-4 - Applicable to OASIS generally as well as PTP and NITS with the following modifications.
a. WEQ-002-4.1(a) and (b) – The reference to templates should be expanded to include NITS templates.
b. WEQ-002-4.2.3.1 – The reference to templates should be expanded to include NITS templates.
c. WEQ-002-4.2.3.2 - Assumption is that the NITS standards already contemplate these 2 categories.

i. WEQ-002-4.2.3.2(a) and (b) - It is suggested that the reference to templates be expanded to include NITS templates.

d. WEQ-002-4.2.6.1 – Assumption is that the NITS templates will have the same 2 major categories as indicated above.  If so, no change is necessary.
e. WEQ-002-4.2.7.5 – It is suggested that the reference to templates be expanded to include NITS templates.
f. WEQ-002-4.8.2.2 - It is suggested that the reference to templates (ancrequest or transrequest) be expanded to include NITS templates. 

g. WEQ-002-4.2.10 – The following revisions/additions are suggested:
OASIS shall implement Templates that allow Customers and Sellers to enter, modify and consummate arrangements for transmission and ancillary services (PTP and NITS). In addition to the Template interface defined by these Standards, OASIS shall also provide a browser-based User Interface that implements the same basic functionality provided by the template interface through one or more displays or forms.
The OASIS transaction process is controlled through the transaction REQUEST_TYPE, identifying the type of transaction being conducted, and STATUS, indicating the request’s current state in the transaction process. The WEQ-013 OASIS Implementation Guide Standard describes in detail the transaction process that must be implemented on OASIS. The Implementation Guide also provides specific requirements and recommendations related to the

handling of particular requests from both a technical and business process perspective. 
h. WEQ-002-4.2.10.1 – The following revisions/additions are suggested:

Transmission Customers must submit requests for transmission and ancillary services (PTP and NITS) to OASIS using one of the valid enumerated values in the REQUEST_TYPE data element. The valid values for REQUEST_TYPE are defined in the WEQ-003 Standard, OASIS Data Dictionary. Each REQUEST_TYPE for PTP requests is also defined and its use in the OASIS transaction process in the WEQ-013-2.1 Standard, OASIS Implementation Guide. Each REQUEST_TYPE for NIT requests is also defined and its use in the OASIS transaction process in the WEQ-013-xxx Standard, OASIS Implementation Guide. The Implementation Guide also describes request type specific requirements.

i. WEQ-002-4.2.10.2 – The following revisions/additions are suggested:

The STATUS Data Element is used in the OASIS transaction process to control the interaction between Customer and Seller and communicate information regarding the state of the transaction between the parties. The valid values for the STATUS Data Element are enumerated in the WEQ-003 Standard, OASIS Data Dictionary. Definitions for each of the STATUS values and a transaction state transition diagram for the STATUS Data Element is described in detail in the WEQ-013-2.2 Standard [Insert any necessary section in WEQ-013-2._ that applies to NITS], OASIS Implementation Guide.

j. WEQ-002-4.2.10.3 – It is suggested that the reference to templates (ancrequest or transrequest) be expanded to include NITS templates.
Customers may specify the delivery of dynamic notification messages on each change in STATUS or any other Data Element(s) associated with an ancillary or transmission service reservation. OASIS Nodes shall support the delivery of dynamic notification messages through either the HTTP protocol or by electronic mail. The selection of which mechanism is used and the contents of the messages delivered to the client program or e-mail address is defined by

the content of the STATUS_NOTIFICATION Data Element as described in the next subsections. Regardless of whether this dynamic notification method is used or not, it shall still remain the User's responsibility to get the desired information, possibly through the use of a periodic "integrity request". OASIS Nodes shall not be obligated or liable to guarantee delivery/receipt of messages via the STATUS_NOTIFICATION mechanism other than on a "best effort" basis. As an extension of the Company registration information of the host, domain and port identifiers for dynamic notification of changes in the Customer's purchase requests, a field should be added to the Company's registration information that would define/identify how notification would be delivered to that Company should a transmission or ancillary purchase request be directed to that Company as a Seller of a transmission or ancillary service. The pertinent information would be either a full HTTP protocol URL defining the protocol, host name, port, path, resource, etc. information or a "mailto:" URL with the appropriate mailbox address string. On receipt of any purchase request directed to that Company as SELLER via either the transrequest or ancrequest Templates, or on submission of any change in request STATUS

(or any other Data Elements associated with the request) to that Company as SELLER via either the transcust or anccust Templates, a notification message formatted as documented for the delivery of notification to the Customer, shall be formatted and directed to the Seller. This extension of dynamic notification is required only where the Transmission Provider has

programmed its computer system for its own notification.
k. WEQ-002-4.2.10.3.1 and 3.2 – It is suggested that the reference to templates (transtatus) be expanded to include NITS templates.

l. WEQ-002-4.2.10.4 – The following revisions are suggested:
Transmission and ancillary service reservation templates (NITS and PTP) support the following text data elements to be used to communicate information between parties (i.e., transmission provider, seller, and customer) to a transaction …
Use of these comments fields is at the discretion of the parties to the transaction with the exception that sellers of services must indicate via SELLER_COMMENTS the reason for denial of any request for service (STATUS values of INVALID, REFUSED, or DENIED [INSERT NITS status values]). Transactions which are subject to displacement, either before or after confirmation (STATUS values of SUPERSEDED or DISPLACED), shall also include a reference to the competing reservation request that initiated the displacement in the SELLER_COMMENTS.

m. WEQ-002-4.2.11(a) – The following revisions are suggested:

a. The TSIP shall assign a unique reference identifier, ASSIGNMENT_REF or Unique Identifier, for each Customer request to purchase capacity or services. The value of ASSIGNMENT_REF or Unique Identifier may be used to imply the order in which the request was received by the TSIP. This identifier will be used to track the request through various stages, and will be kept with the service through out its life.  Whenever a transaction is modified by a subsequent transaction, a new ASSIGNMENT_REF number or Unique Identifier is assigned to that subsequent transaction along with a reference to the previous transaction such that a chain of all transactions related to the service can be maintained. These changes create a parent/child relationship between related requests. For PTP reservations, the TSIP shall use REASSIGNED_REF or RELATED_REF as specified in section 4.2.13 to identify the parent request’s ASSIGNMENT_REF and shall increment the IMPACTED counter of the parent request by 1. Reductions to a request posted by the Transmission Provider shall also reference the requests ASSIGNMENT_REF or Unique Identifier and the TSIP shall increment the IMPACTED counter of the request by 1.
n. WEQ-002-4.2.11(c) – The following revisions are suggested:

Sellers may aggregate portions of several previous transmission service reservations to create a new offering to be posted on an OASIS Node. When all or a portion of such offerings are sold, the Seller (original Customer) is obligated to notify the Primary Provider of the sale/assignment by inserting appropriate reassignment information on the OASIS Node (via the transsell

or transassign Templates for PTP) or by some other approved method. This reassignment information consists of the ASSIGNMENT_REF value assigned to the original PTP reservation(s) and the time interval and capacity amount(s) being reassigned to the new reservation. These values are retained in the REASSIGNED_REF, REASSIGNED_START_TIME, REASSIGNED_STOP_TIME, and REASSIGNED_CAPACITY Data Elements.

o. WEQ-002-4.2.11(d) and (e) – The following revisions are suggested:

d. Sellers may identify their PTP service offerings received from Customers through the Seller supplied value specified for the SALE_REF Data Element.

e. Customers may track their PTP purchase requests through the Customer supplied values specified for the DEAL_REF and REQUEST_REF Data Elements. Customers may also use POSTING_REF and SALE_REF in their PTP purchase requests to refer back to posted offerings.
p. WEQ-002-4.2.12 - It is suggested that the reference to templates (transoffering, transrequest, or transupdate) be expanded to include NITS templates and that references to WEQ-013 be expanded to address NITS.

q. WEQ-002-4.3 – It is suggested that the templates be re-ordered to sections as follows:  General Applicability to Transmission Service; PTP, NITS.  An introductory paragraph describing the sectioning should be added.
i. Generally applicable templates appear to be:ancoffering, ancserv, schedule detail, security, reduction, systemdata, list, rollover, ancrequest, ancstatus, ancsell, ancassign, anccust, ancpost, ancupdate, messagepost, message, messagedelete, personnel, discretion, stdconduct, audit log

ii. PTP templates appear to be:  transupdate, transpost, transassign, transstatus, transrequest, transell, rollover, cco, transcust, transerv, transoffering.

iii. NITS would be whatever is the final tech spec.

r. WEQ-002-4.3.2 – It is suggested that the reference to templates be expanded to include NITS.  

s. WEQ-002-4.3.11.2 - It is suggested that the reference to templates be expanded to include NITS and that “a unique identifier” be added after references to ASSIGNMENT_REF.  

t. WEQ-002-2.5.1(f) – Agree with proposed changes.
u. WEQ-002-5.3.3 - It is suggested that the reference to templates be expanded to include NITS.  

v. Agree that WEQ-002-2.5.10.1 needs to have the data elements for NITS mapped.
WEQ 003
1. It is recommended that a column be added to the WEQ 003 table to indicate applicability to PTP, NITS, or both and that all new NITS data elements be added.
