Until adopted as regulation, OASIS nodes shall be required to respond to template queries and uploads in the VERSION=1.54 format for backward compatibility.  

OASIS implementations electing to support the NAESB standards prior to adoption as regulation must respond correctly to template queries and uploads in both the VERSION=1.5 format and VERSION=1.6 format.

Once adopted as regulation, OASIS nodes shall be required to support the VERSION 1.6 template format within six months of such adoption, and shall maintain support for VERSION 1.5 queries and uploads for the full six months implementation period.

Primary Providers may maintain support for VERSION 1.5 queries and uploads as required to meet regulatory data retention requirements or may elect to convert historical data to be compliant with the VERSION 1.6 template for data retention purposes.
