Application – Shall have the same meaning as defined in the FERC pro forma OATT. 

Concomitant Evaluation - The evaluation of a request for new PTP or NITS submitted in conjunction with a request for undesignation of a Network Resource.
Designated Agent – Shall have the same meaning as defined in the FERC pro forma OATT.
Network Load – Shall have the same meaning as defined in the FERC pro forma OATT.

Network Resource – Shall have the same meaning as defined in the FERC pro forma OATT.

Network Scheduling Right (NSR) – Optional mechanism on OASIS, enabled at the Transmission Provider’s discretion, to facilitate e-Tag validation. When used, the mechanism shall 1) allow requests for network transmission capacity, and/or 2) allow Transmission Provider posting of the scheduling rights associated with NITS. 

Pre-submittal Workspace – Functionality or facility provided by OASIS wherein Eligible Transmission Customers or Network Customers may enter, save, and revise information in preparation for submittal of a NITS Application or NITS modification of service.

Request Interval – Time interval associated with NITS modifications of service requests, including DNR, DNL, and NSR requests, as well as with all requests for Secondary Network Transmission Service.

Applicant – An authorized individual of a registered End Entity that may submit requestsapplications for issuance of Certificates to an Authorized Certification Authority for the End Entity.

Eligible Network Customer - An entity applying for transmission service pursuant to the terms of the Transmission Provider’s Network Integration Transmission Service under Part III of the Tariff.

From tariff:
Designated Agent: Any entity that performs actions or functions on behalf of the Transmission Provider, an Eligible Customer, or the Transmission Customer required under the Tariff. Southern Company Services, Inc. is the Transmission Provider’s Designated Agent.
Eligible Customer: (i) Any electric utility (including the Transmission Provider and any power marketer), Federal power marketing agency, or any person generating electric energy for sale for resale is an Eligible Customer under the Tariff. Electric energy sold or produced by such entity may be electric energy produced in the United States, Canada or Mexico. However, with respect to transmission service that the Commission is prohibited from ordering by Section 212(h) of the Federal Power Act, such entity is eligible only if the service is provided pursuant to a state requirement that the Transmission Provider offer the unbundled transmission service, or pursuant to a voluntary offer of such service by the Transmission Provider. (ii) Any retail customer taking unbundled transmission service pursuant to a state requirement that the Transmission Provider offer the transmission service, or pursuant to a voluntary offer of such service by the Transmission Provider, is an Eligible Customer under the Tariff.
Native Load Customers: The wholesale and retail power customers of the Transmission Provider on whose behalf the Transmission Provider, by statute, franchise, regulatory requirement, or contract, has undertaken an obligation to construct and operate the Transmission Provider’s system to meet the reliable electric needs of such customers.
Network Customer: An entity receiving transmission service pursuant to the terms of the Transmission Provider’s Network Integration Transmission Service under Part III of the Tariff.
Parties: The Transmission Provider and the Transmission Customer receiving service under the Tariff.
Power Purchaser: The entity that is purchasing the capacity and energy to be transmitted under the Tariff.
Receiving Party: The entity receiving the capacity and energy transmitted by the Transmission Provider to Point(s) of Delivery.
Transmission Customer: Any Eligible Customer (or its Designated Agent) that (i) executes a Service Agreement, or (ii) requests in writing that the Transmission Provider file with the Commission a proposed unexecuted Service Agreement to receive transmission service under Part II of the Tariff. This term is used in the Part I Common Service Provisions to include customers receiving transmission service under Part II and Part III of this Tariff.
Transmission Provider: The public utility (or its Designated Agent) that owns, controls, or operates facilities used for the transmission of electric energy in interstate commerce and provides transmission service under the Tariff.

Assignee: An Eligible Transmission Customer that receives PTP rights form a Reseller either through a Resale or a Transfer.
Designated Agent(new): Shall have the same meaning as defined in the FERC pro forma OATT.
Eligible Transmission Customer: Shall have the same meaning as the term Eligible Customer defined in the FERC Pro Forma OATT.
Native Load Customer: The wholesale and retail power customers of the Transmission Provider on whose behalf the Transmission Provider, by statute, franchise, regulatory requirement, or contract, has undertaken an obligation to construct and operate the Transmission Provider's system to meet the reliable electric needs of such customers.

Note: This definition is only applicable to Business Practice Standards WEQ-001, WEQ-002, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013.
Network Customer: Shall have the same meaning as defined in the FERC pro forma OATT.
Reseller: The Transmission Customer that holds PTP rights and offers those rights for sale on the (secondary) transmission market.
Seller: Reseller or Transmission Provider
Transmission Customer: Any Eligible Transmission Customer (or its designated agent) that can or does execute a service agreement or can or does receive Transmission Service.
Transmission Provider: A utility (or its designated agent) that owns, controls, or operates facilities used for the transmission of electric energy in interstate commerce and provides Transmission Service.
Transmission Service Provider: The entity that administers the transmission tariff and provides Transmission Service to Transmission Customers under applicable transmission service agreements.
Transmission Services Information Provider  (TSIP): Transmission Provider or agent to whom the Transmission Provider has delegated the responsibility of meeting any of the requirements associated with OASIS.
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
