 FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Wood welcomed participants to the meeting. After attendees introduced themselves over the phone, Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance. After a review of the draft agenda, the subcommittee unanimously approved the motion to adopt the agenda as drafted.
2. Consent Agenda – Adoption of Draft Minutes

After a review of each document, the group unanimously adopted the August 31-31, 2010, October 27-29, 2010, December 14-16, 2010, March 1-3, 2011, May 3-5, 2011, June 7-9, 2011, July 19, 2011, and July 25-26, 2011 draft meeting minutes as final. 
3. 2010 Annual Plan Item 2.a.i.1 through 2.a.i.8 and 3.a.i, Network Service on OASIS (informal review)

· Review NITS Recommendation 

Mr. Wood opened the WEQ-001 Recommendation Combined Comments document containing the general comments received from the industry. In response to a question relating to 001-4.11.1, Mr. Wood confirmed that 001-4.6 was to be modified to accommodate adding PTP to the title of Table 4.2 for consistency. The group then agreed to proposed wording for 001-4.9.4.3 and 001-4.10.6.3 as captured on the WEQ-001 Recommendation Combined Comments Redline work paper. Numerous modifications were captured on this work paper to conform to decisions taken during previous comment review sessions. 
· Review WEQ-000

Mr. Wood opened the WEQ-000 Recommendation and the subcommittee reviewed its contents. The group discussed whether to add the terms Applicant and Eligible Network Customer to the glossary. Participants reviewed the WEQ Recommendation document and the OATT for reference. Attendees agreed that the versions of these terms captured on the WEQ-000 Recommendation Redline document should be included into the recommendation for WEQ-000. Mr. Wood undertook to make conforming changes, as necessary, throughout the draft NITS standards; certain of these changes were captured on the WEQ Recommendation Redline work paper.  
· Review WEQ-001

Mr. Wood opened the WEQ-001 Recommendation Combined Comments Redline work paper and the subcommittee resumed its review with 001-102.5.2. For each comment reviewed, the subcommittee’s disposition was noted on the work paper either as a comment or as a modification; numerous editorial changes were made. The notes below supplement that record. 


001-105.2
This standard was reworked to more clearly express that any subsequently completed requests be assigned the queue time as the underlying NITS application they support. 


001-105.3 
The group expressed recognition that a completed application implies that any off-OASIS requirements have been fulfilled. 


001-103 

Attendees noted that because coordinated requests may be submitted as part of an initial request, an issue existed as to the associated timing requirements. The group opened the Parking Lot and reviewed its contents before deciding to add the issue to the document, as captured on the Parking Lot Redline work paper. 


MISO No. 37
During discussion of this comment, the subcommittee expressed recognition that off-OASIS communication and informal communication were synonymous. 

MISO No. 38
After discussion, the group added the issue of which portions of an application should be eligible for CR_COUNTEROFFER (and similar statuses) to the Parking Lot. The group understood that once studies and any negotiations were complete, the final formalized version would be posted on OASIS. 
001-104 

After discussing what constituted an administrative change and whether it would have a unique identifier associated with it, this issue was added to the Parking Lot

4. Wrap-up & plan for next meeting

The group noted that 3Q 2011 was the target completion date for the NITS project at the subcommittee level. Preparations were made for the next meeting, to be hosted by Southwest Power Pool in Little Rock, AR.
