Comments Submitted on behalf of NYISO, ISO-NE, MISO and PJM


The following comments are respectfully submitted on behalf of NYISO, ISO-NE, MISO and PJM

Overall Comments
The entities identified above applaud the OS subcommittee’s dedicated efforts to complete this draft recommendation for Network Service on OASIS.  We recognize the complexity and detail of the work required.   

The draft recommendation sets out to provide consistency across the different functions performed by the existing IGOs and RTOs. The recommendation also needs to explicitly incorporate the recognition that there are energy/capacity markets which do provide transparency to the customer, but successfully use a different method to operate.  Whereby, the level of detail required per this standard would potentially hinder the present operation of their robust and competitive market.

Regarding, Transfers, PJM does not support Transfers as included and defined in this draft standard because of our ability to perform economic dispatch which is the ultimate outcome from the concept of Transfers.  To fully recognize the various operating markets, a statement needs to be included in this standard to acknowledge this point. 

Specific comments

On the cover/first page of this recommendation, there are references to three Request Numbers.  Each of them are specific items in the 2009 Annual Plan.   Specific to the reference, 2009 Annual Plan item 3(b)(i)(1), is this item correctly included in this recommendation as it is specific to PKI certification which this draft does not address? 
 001-0.nn – Include a definition for Transmission Capacity Allocation (TCA) – The MW amount that is designated from a resource for a specific network load.

001-12 – Addition of the following:  Due to the construct of the Reliability Pricing Model (RPM) within PJM, this is not applicable to us, and an exception for our interconnection is included here.

001-12.4.3 – PJM does not support transfers as our processes already allow for the partial transfers/resales on our OASIS.

001-xx – Include an exception for IGOs/RTOs that presently use a manual application which includes all the necessary dates.

001-xx(1).0 – Include a statement that designation and undesignation can also be performed on an electronic RPM (eRPM).

001-xx(2).1.1 – Include a statement that allows for performing this function manually.

002-4.2.8.2 – Our existing OASIS provided for the PTP and network requests on the standard templates.  New templates are not required – Reference WEQ 003 – OASIS, Version 2.1, 3/11/09.
