Customer may request extension of stop_time of NITS Application

Who can do it (Confirmed NITS Application with a term of 5 years or longer with 1 year notice or as stipulated in the TP’s OATT [to allow for the transition from 1 yr/60 day to 5 yr/1 yr] and consistent with any restrictions specified in the service agreement)

How they do it

TP response

If they don’t do it within required time, what TP will do (indefinite termination of all DNRs at end of current service term) Customer may reapply for service with new queue time

A request for an extension of NITS Application shall be submitted to the Transmission Provider on OASIS in accordance with the Business Practice Standards WEQ-013 and with explicit reference to the associated NITS Application.

To exercise an extension of NITS Application associated with a NITS Application, the Network Customer shall submit a request to renew their extension for a new term prior to the deadline to notify the Transmission Provider to exercise those extensions and in accordance with Business Practice Standards WEQ-002 and WEQ-013.

Once the deadline for the Network Customer to submit an extension of NITS Application has passed and there are no outstanding pending extension requests, the Transmission Provider shall consider the NITS Application terminated at the end of service (STOP_TIME) of the NITS Application.

Once the NITS Application has been terminated the Transmission Provider shall consider all portions of the NITS Application terminated at the same end of service (STOP_TIME) as the NITS Application.
