In response to a state of INVALID, the Network Customer may submit a new or revised request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, which will be assigned a new unique identifier and a new queue time.

Completed Request for Secondary Network Transmission Service

001-105.10.6.1
If the required information, as specified in Business Practice Standard WEQ-001-105.10.1.2, has been provided in the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, the Transmission Provider shall set the state of the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service to COMPLETED.
001-105.10.6.2
Once the Transmission Provider has set the status of the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service to COMPLETED, the Transmission Provider shall continue processing the request in accordance with these NITS Business Practice Standards.

Decline of Request for Secondary Network Transmission Service

001-105.10.8.1
If, at any time in the evaluation of the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, the Transmission Provider determines that the Network Customer has failed to meet any of the terms and conditions for Secondary Network Transmission Service, the Transmission Provider shall set the status of the request to DECLINED.

001-105.10.8.2
In response to a state of DECLINED, the Network Customer may submit a new or revised request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, which will be assigned a new unique identifier and a new queue time.

001-105.10.9
Refusal of Request for Secondary Network Transmission Service

001-105.10.9.1
If, at any time in the evaluation of the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, the Transmission Provider determines that the requested service cannot be provided due to lack of availability of transfer capability consistent with the Transmission Provider’s tariff requirements, the Transmission Provider may set the status of the request to REFUSED.

In response to a state of REFUSED, the Network Customer may submit a new or revised request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, which will be assigned a new unique identifier and a new queue time.

Superseded or Displaced Request for Secondary Network Transmission Service

In response to a state of SUPERSEDED or DISPLACED, the Network Customer may submit a new or revised request for Secondary Network Transmission Sercie, which will be assigned a new unique identifier and and a new queue time.

Counteroffer to Request for Secondary Network Transmission Service

When, in the evaluation of a request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, the Transmission Provider determines that the request may be granted in part, the Transmission Provider may make a partial offer.

If the Transmission Provider makes a partial offer, the Transmission Provider shall notify the Network Customer on OASIS by setting the amount of Secondary Network Transmission Service capacity granted over time in the response to the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service and setting the status of such request to COUNTEROFFER.

Acceptance of Request for Secondary Network Transmission Service

001-105.10.12.1
When, in the evaluation of the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, the Transmission Provider determines that the request can be approved, the Transmission Provider shall set the status of the request to ACCEPTED.

Customer Actions

001-105.11.1
From ACCEPTED or COUNTEROFFER, the Network Customer may change the status of the request for Secondary Network Transmission Service to CONFIRMED, REBID or WITHDRAWN. The Network Customer has the amount of time designated as Customer Confirmation Time Limit in Table 105-A NITS Request Timing Requirements to change the state of the request. The Customer Confirmation Time Limit is measured from the first time the request is moved to ACCEPTED or COUNTEROFFER, and is not reset with subsequent iterations of negotiation.

A Network Customer seeking additional Secondary Network Transmission Service capacity must submit a new request, which will be assigned a new unique identifier and a new queue time.

 In response to a state of RETRACTED, the Network Customer may submit a new or revised request for Secondary Network Transmission Service, which will be assigned a new unique identifier and a new queue time.

Request for Releasing Secondary Network Transmission Service Capacity

The NETWORK CUSTOMER shall have the right to request the Transmission Provider to release unscheduled capacity associated with a confirmed request for Secondary Network Transmission Service capacity, and re-instate that capacity to the designated Network Resource capacity.  The Transmission Provider shall honor all such valid requests, and re-instate the capacity as requested.

The NETWORK CUSTOMER shall submit to the Transmission Provider a request to release with a request type of RELINQUISH

RELINQUISH requests shall be submitted pre-confirmed.

The CAPACITY_REQUESTED shall be the value(s) desired to be relinquished from the Secondary Network Transmission Service and added back to the capacity associated with the NETWORK CUSTOMER’s designated Network Resource capacity.

The Relinquish request shall be bound by the start/stop times of the approved designated Network Resource capacity and may not be requested for past hours.
001-105.13.6
The Transmission Provider shall have the right to refuse the Relinquish request if the capacity requested for release is not available for the duration of the Relinquish request.

The NETWORK CUSTOMER shall be allowed to request a Relinquish even if the Transmission scheduling rights on the Secondary Network Transmission Service have been limited due to outages or other reliability-related events.  The NETWORK CUSTOMER shall ensure adjustment of the schedule/e-Tag’s transmission allocation prior to submitting the Relinquish request.

The NETWORK CUSTOMER’s rights on the Secondary Network Transmission Service and on the designated Network Resource capacity shall remain unaffected by the Relinquish during the TP evaluation of the Relinquish request.

Upon confirmation of the Relinquish request, the designated Network Resource capacity shall be increased by the amount released and for the time period of the Relinquish request.

Upon confirmation of the Relinquish request, the capacity available on the Secondary Network Transmission Service shall be decreased by the amount released and for the time period of the Relinquish request.

For the purposes of curtailment and other capacity reductions, confirmed Secondary Network Transmission Service shall have a lower priority than Long-term Firm, Native Load, and Network Firm, and pending or confirmed, but conditional Short-term Firm (Tiers 1 and 2).

Temporary/Indefinite Termination of Secondary Network Transmission Service

Use of a request for termination of Secondary Network Transmission Service, either for temporary termination or indefinite termination, is optional at the discretion of the Transmission Provider.
