Request to rescind Motion 5.
Southern would like to rescind motion 5 to reconsider a new time frame for deadline for the Customer to remedy a deficiency. The motion sets the time frame to remedy an application deficiency as 15 days. While the pro forma OATT does not specifically require a time line by which an Eligible Customer must remedy an application deficiency (see cite below), Southern believes that setting a “target” time frame by which to remedy is appropriate, given that a Transmission Provider has the ability to waive this requirement if necessary. Upon further consideration, the 15 days reflected in the motion may be  too short for the Customer to remedy the deficiencies.  Southern would like the subcommittee to consider 30 days as the deadline. 

With the rescind motion Southern would like to make the following motion:

“The deadline for the customer to remedy a deficiency (see motion 4) shall be 30 days from notification by the transmission provider of that deficiency in the initial application.  The transmission provider has 15 days from the initial application to notify the customer of all deficiencies.”

The OATT does not require a deadline as stated in 29.2:

“…If an Application fails to meet the requirements of this section, the Transmission Provider shall notify the Eligible Customer requesting service within fifteen (15) days of receipt and specify the reasons for such failure. Wherever possible, the Transmission Provider will attempt to remedy deficiencies in the Application through informal communications with the Eligible Customer. If such efforts are unsuccessful, the Transmission Provider shall return the Application without prejudice to the Eligible Customer filing a new or revised Application that fully complies with the requirements of this section….”
