NYISO Response to Informal Comments pertaining to NITS on OASIS
October 14, 2009
The NYISO appreciates the OS subcommittee’s efforts to develop a draft standard for Network Service.  It recognizes that great pains have been taken to accommodate ISOs and RTOs that provide Network Service in a form that differs from what is contemplated under FERC’s pro forma OATT.  Nevertheless, the NYISO does not have any comments on the proposed standard at this time.

The NYISO’s customers take a form of financial-reservation based transmission service that is not Network Service.  A substantially modified, financial-reservation based form of Network Service has always been available under the NYISO OATT but no customer has ever elected to take it.  The NYISO’s stakeholders are currently reviewing a proposed FERC filing that would eliminate the unused Network Service provisions from the NYISO OATT.  If that filing is made and accepted by the Commission the proposed Network Service standard would not be applicable to the NYISO
