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Proposed Organization of NITS Standards – OATI; 11-03-2009
The following is a proposed organization for developing the WEQ-001 Standards related to Network Integration Transmission Service (NITS).  As agreed to at the October 28-29, 2009, OS meeting, the standards are enumerated such that all new NITS Standards are assigned numbers that are intentionally separated from the majority of the existing Standards that are, for the most part, applicable to Point-to-Point services arranged on OASIS.  Each major section of the Standards addressing a specific aspect of NITS is given a major section enumeration, e.g., 101, 102, 103, etc.

001-101
NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

001-101.1
Arrangement of Network Integration Transmission Service (NITS) shall be supported on OASIS as specified in the technical requirements of WEQ Standards WEQ-002, WEQ-003 and WEQ-013.
001-101.2
OASIS shall support the capability for the Transmission Customer to submit the information required for the arrangement of NITS through multiple requests that together represent the service being requested and ultimately granted to the Transmission Customer by the Transmission Provider, i.e., the NITS Application.
001-101.3
The current progress in the processing of both the NITS Application as a whole, and each of the individual requests on OASIS comprising that application shall be communicated between the Transmission Customer and the Transmission Provider through the use of defined values for STATUS as set forth in the WEQ-013 Business Practice Requirements for Network Integration Transmission Service.  
[PRS: Note that per agreement of the OS, we will segregate NITS related technical requirements from the current PTP-centric standards that already exist until such time as we determine if/that they should be integrated.  The current WEQ-013 preamble preceding WEQ-013-1 would be updated to read “Business Practice Requirements for Point-to-Point Transmission Service”, and this new section for NITS added at the end of existing WEQ-013 standards.] 
[PRS: Add additional stuff here that applies to things as a whole or just concepts in general related to NITS.]

NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – INITIAL APPLICATION

[PRS: Add stuff here that applies to how the customer and TP enter and act on requests that are part of the ‘initial application’.  I know Marcie indicated that there is a motion out there that says NAESB standards won’t set what min information is required on submission.  I think this is a mistake and would possibly lead to wide range of TP discretion on what they require to get in the door and lock q-time for further evaluation/elimination of deficiencies, etc.  We may want to discuss again, though I hate to resort to the motion to rescind option.  What I would vote for as minimum requirements (listed from most important to lesser importance):

· Customer identity – may not be the same as the entity submitting the request, e.g., designated agent may make the submission but ultimate signatory on the agreement is the customer owning the load.
· Term of service – min 1 year; 5 year to qualify for rollover

· Customer attestation – attestation that customer is qualified a eligible customer (not the DNR attestation)

· Description of load – should be something that anchors this request; not necessarily the full set of discreet loads (DNLs)

Include Ancillary Service requests

I would see most of the 001-xx(2)1.n proposed standards to fit into this section (or General Requirements if more appropriate.]
Include something along the lines of Motions 4 and 9:
Motion 4 - Queue time is time initial application is “submitted” on OASIS (not the time the initial application is started on OASIS) with a deadline for submittal of all information (remedying deficiencies). If deficiencies are not remedied by the deadline, the application will be deemed invalid.

Motion 9 - NAESB standards will say the transmission provider shall specify the minimum amount of information prior to submittal of a NITS application and obtaining a queue time.
Final state here would be “completed” or some sort of rejection for not completing (i.e. INVALID ???)
Note:  In giving the “reason for denial” there is a need to be sensitive to the insufficient credit or deposit denial information posted publicly on OASIS

Note: These state changes require dynamic notification to the Network Customer if the Network Customer has requested dynamic notification on OASIS.
Note:  Allow for customer to electronically link certain application information and don’t forget ability to supply certain information by mail.
Note:  What about pre-confirmed requests – should they not also be addressed – especially with respect to retraction/withdrawal?

Note:
If the additional load can not be aggregated under an existing DNL assigned under the NITS Application, the Transmission Provider shall assign a unique DNL reference number, update the new DNL request with the name of that DNL as submitted by the Network Customer, and register the new name with TSIN.   -- Entergy questions whether it is appropriate for the TP to be registering the new name.
Need to address in various sections of the standards:  OATi informal comment:  This set of standards are titled to apply to TCAs, DNRs, and DNLs.  The OS has no doubt discussed these concepts at length, but there really appears to be some concepts that may not apply to each of these requests.  For instance, in a NITS application, can the TP exclude portions of load (partial DNL)?  Does a TC really apply for a Transmission Capacity Allocation?  It would seem much more likely that a customer requests the Designation of a Network Resource (DNR) and the TCA needed to support delivery of that DNR to load is an outcome of the assessment/study of the DNR.  If the TP can’t grant a TCA is there, or can there really be, a DNR anymore?? I would also doubt the TC can control the flow of electrons such that for a given resource and load they can use one path versus another in most circumstances; maybe an east vs. west variant.  At best, information related to a TCA in support of a DNR would be dependent on and subordinate to the DNR itself.  This relationship is not clear as written.
001-103
NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – Evaluation of COMPLETED APPLICATION
Material Modification not allowed after application is moved to “completed”.
[PRS: This set of standards would dictate how a TP indicates to TC that the application is deemed complete for evaluation by the TP, i.e., all deficiencies met.  It should also establish/define exactly what constitutes the completed application, e.g., all requests associated with the application that are, at the time all deficiencies are met, those requests that are indicated as COMPLETED by the TP.  
Standards should also state that from this point forward, all said requests will track the status of the Application as it moves forward, i.e., all COMPLETED requests will move to STUDY if any study is required.  Then these standards should describe how the TP issues final action on the set or requests that constitute the Completed Application, e.g., can you have a partial service COUNTEROFFER with respect to a DNL? (I think not, the load is in or not, but could be convinced otherwise).  And, the standards should indicate how the customer responds to this.  For instance, do they have to take the service as defined or not, i.e., act on the application as a whole?  Or, can they pick and choose what aspects of the various requests that may have been accepted or countered and ‘negotiate’.  I tend to think these ‘negotiations’ are offline and part of the study report review/approval process and what is presented as the ‘accepted’ application is what is agreed to as a result of that study, and the agreement to needed facility construction identified.

As far was what is deemed a completed application, I think the following is reasonable as I (re)read the OATT (not the Order), and I think the standard SHOULD set these minimums to reduce the TP discretion on their determination of ‘complete’ – something to effect of “To be deemed complete, the following minimum information in addition to all supporting information as required by the TP or under the Tariff must be supplied:” 
· Customer identity 

· Customer attestation

· Term of service 

· Complete description of loads to be served under the NITS including minimum of 

· Designated Network Loads (DNLs) over initial term of service (or maybe just over 1st year minimum?)

· Forecasted loads from year 2 through 11 ( from pro forma…“ten (10) year forecast of summer and winter load and resource requirements beginning with the first year after the service is scheduled to commence”)
· Complete description of resources to be used to serve load including minimum of

· Designated Network Resources (DNRs) with attestations in amount to meet all DNLs for a minimum of the first year of service requested

· Forecasted resources from year 2 through 11

This section would also stipulate what the Customer may request in terms of modifications to the application while under evaluation – something to effect of ‘Any modifications deemed as material changes to the request would be subject to rejection (denial) by the TP and the customer may opt to withdraw and resubmit as a new application for service (and assigned new queue position) without prejudice.’
Finally, state requirement that when initial application is to be accepted by the TP, all requests associated with initial app (DNLs, DNRs, Forecasts, etc.) will be updated to reflect results of evaluation by the TP, and the Application as a whole will be set to ACCEPTED.  Confirmation by the customer of the Application will constitute agreement to all requests in the initial application.]

NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – MODIFICATIONS TO SERVICE
[PRS: This section would deal with designation of new loads (DNLs), elimination of loads, undesignation of resources (temp and permanent), designation of new resources, adding/updating/removing agents, etc., secondary service from undesignated resources.  This is everything one can do AFTER you have an executed service agreement.]
• Protections afforded with respect to temporary undesignations (including those discussed in Order 890 PP 1541-42) must be clearly reflected in 001-xx(2).3.

NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – CONCOMMITANT REQUESTS

[PRS: This section would describe what types of requests may be submitted in a batch or transactional basis and considered as a whole: undesignation of resource, designation of new resource, request for new ptp service, others?]

NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – ANNUAL UPDATES

[PRS: This set of standards should set forth the requirements to submit updates to the NITS load and resource forecasts and any obligations on either party (customer or provider) on what must be done with the supplied information to insure ongoing service.  Does the TP have some recourse that should be established if a customer fails to supply the information?  Is there a requirement that the sum of forecasted resources must minimally meet the total forecasted load (one would think this is reasonable; it is not a binding designation of said resources).]

NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – RENEWAL OF SERVICE (or ROLLOVER RIGHTS)

[PRS: This section would deal with extending the term of service under the NITSA in addition to rights/requirements for extending the term of an existing DNR.   These two may not be treated the same.  For instance, if DNR is for term of one year and is also included in the resource forecast for next 10 years, can it be extended year-by-year forever, or does it have to be designated for min of 5 years and redesignated with year notice for min of another 5 years to be eligible for renewal/rollover/extension?  Clear that the agreement/contract is the thing that got renewed as discussed in 890, but how you treat the DNRs under that agreement was not so clearly stated.]

NETWORK INTEGRATION SERVICE – TRANSFERS, AGGREGATION, DISAGGREGATION
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
