If the Transmission Provider determines that only a portion of the requested capacity can be accommodated on a Coordinated Request, a Eligible Network Customer, Transmission Customer or Network Customer will not be required to reserve the full requested capacity on the remaining Coordinated Request(s) in a Coordinated Group.

A Coordinated Request shall be queued and evaluated in the same manner (i.e., same service priority) as any other PTP or NITS request, subject to the other requirements of Business Practice Standard WEQ-001 as if the Coordinated Request were not part of a Coordinated Group.

Requests for releasing Secondary Network Transmission Service capacity shall not extend beyond the start/stop times of the Secondary Network Transmission Service reservation, and may not be requested for hours in the past.

001-107.2.1
Any portion (e.g., DNR) of the NITS Application that has a STOP_TIME later than the NITS Application STOP_TIME shall be set by the Transmission Provider to the same STOP_TIME as the NITS Application.
001-107.3
The Network Customer shall provide notice of its intent to terminate its current transmission service prior to the NITS Application STOP_TIME, by modifying the STOP_TIME.

Any portion (e.g., DNR) of the NITS Application that has a STOP_TIME later than the NITS Application STOP_TIME shall be set by the Transmission Provider to the same STOP_TIME as the NITS Application.
