November 17, 2009 – 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM Central
FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Wood welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Otondo noted that a conflict has arisen for a meeting scheduled for 2010 and discussion of this conflict need to be included on the agenda.  Ms. Otondo moved to adopt the agenda as revised.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as revised.  The revised agenda is available for review via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_oasis111709a1.doc.  Ms. Otondo noted that the WEQ Executive Committee (EC) has modified its May 2010 meeting so that it will be held on May 4, 2010.  The WEQ OASIS subcommittee schedules its face-to-face meetings to correspond to the WEQ EC meeting schedule.  After discussion, the group agreed to meet May 5-6, 2010 at a location to be determined by the NAESB office.
2. Review of the OATI Flow document with the draft Standards Language
The group reviewed and held discussion as it relates to the OATI Flow document as discussed and modified during the November 9, 2009 meeting.  With respect to WEQ-001-101: General Requirements section, the group agreed that it was not necessary to modify the section.  In review of the WEQ-001-102: Initial Application section, Ms. Otondo questioned whether the section should be extended to include modifications to the application after there is a confirmed initial application.  After further discussion, the group agreed to modify the WEQ-001-102.1 section to read as follows: “Submission of NITS Application.”  Mr. Wood noted that if the individual business practice standards are modified and may include exceptions, the general requirement section will need to be modified to include the exception.  After further discussion, the group agreed to include the following business practice standards in the General Requirements section and to be renumbered accordingly: WEQ-001-102.1.1 – WEQ-001-102.1.6.
001- 102.1.1 
An Eligible Customer shall submit the NITS Application on OASIS. (previously 001-xx(2).1.1)

001- 102.1.2
The Transmission Provider shall provide the capability on OASIS for the customer to enter, add, and revise information related to the NITS Application over an extended period of time prior to submittal to the Transmission Provider for consideration. (previously 001-xx(2).1.2)

001- 102.1.3
Transmission Providers may view any information on pending (before submittal) NITS Applications if such information has been entered and stored on the Transmission Provider’s OASIS. (previously 001-xx(2).1.3)

001- 102.1.4
An Eligibile Customer may, as an alternative to entering the information directly on OASIS, complete the application off OASIS and upload the NITS  Application to OASIS. (previously 001-xx(2).1.4)

001- 102.1.5
OASIS shall have upload functionality associated with NITS Applications. (previously 001-xx(2).1.5)

001- 102.1.6
Any required information, including deposits, which can not be supplied electronically through OASIS will be promptly mailed to the Transmission Provider. (previously 001-xx(2).1.6)

After review of WEQ-001-102.1.10
, Mr. Wood noted that this standard should not be included in the recommendation as it was rescinded with Motion 44.  Motion 44 reads as follows: “Motion to rescind Motion 5.”  Motion 5 reads as follows: “The deadline for the customer to remedy a deficiency (see motion 4) shall be 15 days from notification by the transmission provider of that deficiency in the initial application.  The transmission provider has 15 days from the initial application to notify the customer of all deficiencies.”  The group agreed and the proposed standard was removed from the recommendation.  With respect to WEQ-001-102.1.11
, the group agreed to delete the phrase, “by the deadline” from the recommendation to conform the NITS motions and Concepts previously agreed to by the subcommittee.  In regards to WEQ-001-102.1.1.12
, Ms. Otondo questioned the intent of the proposed business practice and suggested the removal of the term “executed” to be replaced with the term “completed.”  The group agreed to include the proposed business practice standards related to Processing of the Application before WEQ-001-102.2.  Mr. Wood stated that WEQ-001-102.3-102.7 deals with the NITS State Diagram.  Ms. Otondo suggested that WEQ-001-102 section is subdivided into sufficiency.  In regards to WEQ-001-102.3
, the group agreed to include the “sufficiency of the request” proposed business practice standard.  After review of WEQ-001-102.8, the group agreed to remove the “Application Request Timing Requirements” table.
In review of the WEQ-001-103, the group held discussion as it relates to the “Service Request Timing Requirements” table.  Ms. Rehman suggested that the timing table is moved to be included after WEQ-001-104: Network Integration Service – Modifications to Service.  Mr. Wood responded that the timing table needed to be included in WEQ-001-103 and WEQ-001-104.  Ms. Otondo noted that the timing table in WEQ-001-103 listed Secondary Network Service and that this service was not available in the Initial Application process.  She further noted that Secondary Network Service is not part of the application and will need to be discussed in the context of network services.  She stated that the table would need to be substantially different for the initial request and suggested modifications to the timing table.  The group agreed by deleting the columns and rows related to Secondary Network/Non-designated resources/Non-Firm service/Non-Firm and adding the following row: Application for network.  The group added the following language to the table in WEQ-001-103: Network Integration Service: Evaluation of Completed Application.  The group further agreed to add a timing table to WEQ-001-104: Network Integration Service – Modifications to Service.  
With respect to WEQ-001-104: Network Integration Service – Modifications to Service, Ms. Otondo stated that some of the proposed business practice standards will need to be moved to the WEQ-001-101 General Requirements Section.  She further noted that some of the proposed business practice standards noted in WEQ-001-104 should also be included in WEQ-013.  She stated that WEQ-001-104.1.6
 and WEQ-001-104.2.2.1
should be deleted because they are duplicative of an individual proposed business practice standard already included in WEQ-001-101.  The group determined that the following standards would be included within the WEQ-001-101: General Requirements section:
001-104.2.1.2
The Transmission Provider will evaluate all NITS related requests consistent with the Transmission Provider’s business practice(s) and OATT. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.1.2)
001-104.2.1.5
For off-system Network Customer-owned generation, the Network Customer should use the TSIN-registered source name if available. If not available, The Network Customer should use a Transmission Provider-approved (the Transmission Provider providing this network service) name which could later be modified to reflect the TSIN-registered name (after the initial submission, but prior to confirmation of the DNR). (Previously 001-xx(2).2.21.5)
001-104.2.1.5.1
For off-system Network Customer-owned generation, electrical location will be identified by the balancing authority area where the generation is electrically located and geographical location will be identified by the county and state. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.1.5.1)
001-104.2.1.6
For on-system Network Customer-owned generation, the Network Customer should use the TSIN-registered source name if available. If not available, The Network Customer should use a Transmission Provider-approved (the Transmission Provider providing this network service) name which could later be modified to reflect the TSIN-registered name (after the initial submission, but prior to confirmation of the DNR). (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.1.6)
001-104.2.1.6.1
For on-system Network Customer-owned generation, electrical location will be identified by the balancing authority area where the generation is electrically located and geographical location will be identified by the county and state. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.1.6.1)
001-104.2.1.7
For off-system purchased power, electrical location is the point of receipt (on the network Transmission Provider’s system) and geographical is “not applicable”. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.1.7)
001-104.2.1.8
For on-system purchased power, electrical location is the point of receipt (on the network Transmission Provider’s system) and geographical is “not applicable”.  (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.1.8)
The group agreed to delete the following standards: WEQ-001-104.2.2.4.2
; WEQ-001-104.3.1.2
; WEQ-001-104.3.2.1
 and; WEQ-001-104.4.2
.  The group determined that WEQ-001-104.4: Requirements for Dealing with Modifications to the NITS Application for Transmission Capacity Allocation will be further discussed during the December 1-3, 2009 meeting.  Ms. Rehman suggested the following language for WEQ-001-105: Network Integration Service – Concomitant Requests on a Single Transmission Provider System.  Ms. Otondo noted that the group will need to include a Point-to-Point Request that can be a part of a NITS concomitant evaluation.  The group agreed and the document was modified accordingly. (previously 001-xx(2).1.10)


� 001- 102.1.11	If the deficiency is not remedied by the deadline, the NITS Application shall be deemed invalid. (previously 001-xx(2).1.11)


� 001- 102.1.12	The Transmission Provider shall specify the amount of information required for an executed completed NITS Application.  (previously 001-xx(2).1.3)


� 001- 102.3	Prior to setting a request to DEFICIENT or DENIED a Transmission Provider shall evaluate the appropriate resources and ascertain that the requested application is (or is not) appropriate. (Previously 001-xx.2)


� 001- 104.1.6	The Transmission Provider may post a business practice specifying the circumstances under which the Transmission Provider will input information into OASIS for the benefit of a Network Customer. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.1.6)


� 001-104.2.2.1	The Transmission Provider will evaluate the request consistent with the Transmission Provider’s business practice(s) and OATT.  (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.2.1)





� 001-104.2.2.4.2	Once a permanent termination has been confirmed the Transmission Provider will not be responsible for notification that the DNR has been eliminated. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.2.2.4.2)


� 001-104.3.1.2	The Transmission Provider will evaluate the request consistent with the Transmission Provider’s business practice(s) and OATT. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.3.1.2)


� 001-104.3.2.1	The Transmission Provider will evaluate the request consistent with the Transmission Provider’s business practice(s) and OATT. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.3.2.1)


� 001-104.4.2	The Transmission Provider will evaluate the request consistent with the Transmission Provider’s business practice(s) and OATT. (Previously 001-xx(2).2.4.2)
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
