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1) Updating sections in 013 (e.g., 105.1.3) DNR/Load: These sections show the interaction AFTER the DNR/Load goes COMPLETED (e.g., counteroffer, rebid, etc.) This will be Add process map (03) (replace the "in accordance with verbiage")

2) On AddDNR/Load maps, replace OASIS with "TP/TSIP" for making the state change of COMPLETED.

3) AddLoad/AddDNR proc map (02) flows to (03) [AddLoad(03) is a discrete process map.]

4) [Not applicable to this process map.] Make correction on AddDNR(02): Process starts with "From AddDNR(01)" not (02)

5) For AddLoad(02): add box that says "TP/TSIP sets status of request to DEFICIENT" after diamond boxed question #2.

6) For AddLoad(02): "For new requests, STATUS is set to QUEUED. For deficient requests, STATUS is set to REEVALUATE." actually goes after RECEIVED box (make separate diamond box for this question, e.g., is request "new" then set to queued. NOTE: 013-105.3.6 does not show a RECEIVED to REEVALUATE state, only DEFICIENT to REEVALUATE.
