Draft Minutes

1. Administration and Welcome
Ms. Cummings welcomed participants to the conference call and read the antitrust guidelines.  
2. Adoption of the Agenda 

Mr. Suarez moved, seconded by Mr. Brooks, to adopt the agenda.

3. Review of posted changes to the PKI Matrix and accreditation document
The work group reviewed the accreditation document that was revised during the December 8 meeting and subsequently revised by Mr. Hurley.   The subcommittee began with a review of section 2.2.2 – Authentication of Subscribers where clarifying language was added.  Mr. Tronnier noted that section 2.2 reads that Registration Authorities (RA) and Certificate Authorities (CA) have the same responsibilities and asked if there was a way to describe which functions were germane to RA functions. It was noted that RAs are obligated to meet the minimum requirements as defined by these guidelines and there should be a level of conformity.  Mr. Hurley noted that, at the last PKI subcommittee meeting, the group agreed to hold all RAs to this level of responsibility to prevent the corruption of this information.  Ms. Brooks suggested that two columns be added to the chart in section 4.4.1 to show the separate responsibilities of RAs and CAs.  Ms. Cummings will add those columns to the chart.

Next, the subcommittee discussed vulnerability assessment to ensure that all participants had the same understanding of what the term meant.  It was agreed that vulnerability assessment referred to the annual maintenance operation where testing is conducted to ensure processes and procedures are in place to prevent malicious activities.  Participants discussed a way to refer to industry best practices for vulnerability assessment rather than try to include every possible scenario.  Mr. Hurley volunteered to craft language on this topic.

The subcommittee discussed sections 3.4 and 3.5, in particular the difference between a rekey and a reissuance.  Mr. Hurley and Mr. Tronnier volunteered to edit these sections.

Finally, the subcommittee reviewed section 3.7.1.  Mr. Brooks questioned who the appropriate party to request a revocation was.  Language was added to this section to clarify the intent.     
4. Other Business
No other business was discussed 
5. Future Meetings
The next PKI subcommittee meeting is scheduled for Thursday, January 26, 2012 from 9:00 am to 11:00 am Central.  During that meeting, the subcommittee will continue to review the modified accreditation document with the edits assigned during this meeting.
