At the request of the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) chair, Kathy York, a new subcommittee has been created to review and revise the WEQ-012 standards related to Public Key Infrastructure (PKI).  Jim Buccigross, 8760, Inc., will preside as the chair of the subcommittee.  The PKI subcommittee will report to the WEQ Executive Committee and will be responsible for proposing modifications to or new WEQ-012 PKI standards.  As with all NAESB committees, subcommittees, and task forces, involvement in the PKI subcommittee is open to anyone wishing to participate, regardless of membership in NAESB. The mission statement for the new subcommittee is:

To serve at the pleasure of the WEQ Executive Committee, report to the WEQ Executive Committee, and develop and maintain NAESB WEQ standards that support the electronic protection of information assets related to the WEQ body of business practices.  The standards development work will  be undertaken as assigned to the subcommittee through the annual plan or through requests for standards development that are triaged to it.

The first meeting has been scheduled on Thursday, September 22 from 2:00 pm to 5:00 pm, following the NAESB Board of Directors meeting to discuss the two requests proposed by ISO New England, Midwest ISO and Tennessee Valley Authority (R11015) and Shift Research (R11014).  The subcommittee, as noted in the requests (R11015 and R11014), would update the WEQ-012 standards to reflect today’s market needs.  Other meetings have been scheduled for October 13 from 9 am  to 11 am C and November 3 from 9 am to 11 am C, both scheduled as conference call/web casts.
