Draft Minutes

1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Buccigross welcomed participants to the conference call.  Ms. Cummings read the antitrust guidelines.  
2. Adoption of the Agenda 

Mr. Skiba modified agenda item 6 to include the Authorized Certificate Authority (ACA) accreditation document.  Mr. Skiba moved, seconded by Mr. Brooks, to adopt the agenda as modified.
3. WebTrust Principles presentation by Lila Kee and Tony Suarez
Mr. Suarez presented his power point presentation.  Participants reviewed the WebTrust Seal of assurance for Certification Authorities.
4.
Review of the Assurance Levels document
Mr. Brooks reviewed the Assurance Level document.   He reviewed the four levels of assurance that could be incorporated into the NAESB standards, with each standard identifying the required assurance level.  Mr. Hurley noted representatives from both requests (R11014 and R11015) met earlier this week to discuss the work papers and there was agreement that this approach was appropriate.  There is a diversity of applications that makes this approach relevant.  Mr. Skiba added that when the various NAESB subcommittees address the PKI standards for OASIS or e-Tag, it would be up to those subcommittees to identify which assurance levels were appropriate in those business practice standards.  Mr. Sorenson noted that when the WEQ-012 standards were first drafted different assurance levels were discussed, but only one could be identified for the standards.  He asked if the requestors had identified who would use the different levels.  Mr. Hurley responded that while the different intended applications have not been identified, the requestors wanted to frame the appropriate levels for development.   
5. Review of the certificate policy for the Federal Bridge Certification Authority work paper
The Federal Bridge Certification Authority work paper was briefly reviewed.  Some of the information in this work paper was incorporated into the two work papers supplied by ISO New England, Midwest ISO and TVA.  The two documents split the technical information out of the standards and into the ACA accreditation document.  The purpose of making the standards as generic as possible was to ensure the standards were agile enough to keep up with rapidly changing technology.
6. Review of the changes made to the PKI matrix and ACA accreditation document

As noted earlier, both Shift Research and ISO New England, Midwest ISO and TVA met jointly to review their respective changes to the PKI matrix and identified where there were differences.  The two documents were closely aligned, with only two areas of slight deviation.  The two efforts were combined into one revised PKI matrix and a complementary ACA accreditation document.  Because the two requests are closely aligned, it was agreed that rather than go through the documents line-by-line, the subcommittee would use the time remaining in the conference call to determine areas where more detail was required.  To accomplish this, the subcommittee reviewed the comments submitted by Ms. Kee. 
7. Assignments
