Draft Minutes

1. Administration and Welcome
Ms. Cummings welcomed participants to the conference call and read the antitrust guidelines.  
2. Adoption of the Agenda 

Mr. Suarez moved, seconded by Mr. Brooks, to adopt the agenda.

Adoption of Minutes
Mr. Brooks moved, seconded by Mr. Suarez, to adopt the October 20, 2011 meeting minutes.
3. Review of posted changes to the PKI Matrix
Mr. Tronnier reviewed the OATI WEQ-012 matrix.  Mr. Brooks noted that the technical aspects of the document were more appropriate for the accreditation document.  There was also discussion on item 5 in the work paper regarding sub and cross-certification certificates.  After discussing this issue, the group agreed to modify the language to allow sub-certificate authority but not cross-certificate authority.  Mr. Brooks raised the concern that Item 7, which disallows downstream third party agents, might raise an anti-trust issue.  Mr. Buccigross stated Item 7 does not arise to the level of collusion as it only places minimum qualifications on Authorized Certificate Authorities.  The language did not allow a Certificate Authority to delegate its responsibilities to a party that did not meet the requirements.  After further discussion of Item 7, the group agreed to modify the language to make it clear that both Certificate Authorities and any delegated entities are responsible for conforming to the standard and abiding by the rules. 
The subcommittee reviewed the comment on page 2 of the OATI work paper concerning consistency with the Board approved Certification Program Committee work paper.  Mr. Buccigross agreed, but noted that the Board realized that document may change as a result of the work product that is produced by this subcommittee.
It was suggested that the Authorized Certificate Authority be required to have a web trust or other similar audit, as well as an audit against the accreditation requirement.  There was general agreement for that proposal.  There was also agreement to use the language in the Certification Program Committee work paper rather than the proposed language in WEQ-012-1.
Next, Mr. Brooks reviewed his Accreditation Requirements work paper, in particular section 5.1.6 – Key Sizes.  He noted that the key size could change frequently, which is why it should be in the accreditation document and not in the standards.  There was general agreement for this proposal.

No other business was discussed
