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DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call and attendees introduced themselves. Ms. Trum provided antitrust guidance. Mr. Cyrulewski, seconded by Ms. York, moved to adopt the agenda. There was no opposition. Attendees reviewed the December 9, 2011 draft minutes. Mr. Skiba made some minor wording changes. Mr. Cyrulewski, seconded by Mr. Cardone, moved to adopt the minutes as modified. The motion passed unanimously. 2. Recent SRS Activity
Mr. Skiba informed the subcommittee that at the last SRS meeting, Ms. Kedrowski had volunteered to evaluate Interpretation Request C11004 from a Wholesale Electric Quadrant perspective. Ms. Kedrowski determined that there were no issues contained in C11004 which would require SRS attention. As a result of her evaluation, no comments were submitted on behalf of SRS for this request. Prior to the meeting, Mr. Skiba sent an email regarding this decision to the exploder list.
The SRS Subcommittee sent the definitions that came out of the NITS on OASIS recommendation to the Retail Glossary Subcommittee Chair, Mr. Enyon, and informed him that the SRS Subcommittee did not find any conflict with the definitions. Mr. Enyon confirmed that there was no conflict. The definitions have been posted for comment.

At its last meeting, the Retail Glossary Subcommittee developed a definition for Demand Response Provider that is slightly different than the definition that the Retail and Wholesale Quadrants previously agreed to. At a meeting between Mr. Saini and Mr. Skiba with the DSM-EE co-chairs, a justification was provided as to why the definition of the term differs between the Retail and Wholesale Quadrants. Mr. Saini will update the glossary explanation for the difference in definitions offline. 

3. Update from NERC Standards Committee Meeting
Ms. Wesley informed the subcommittee that the NERC Standards Committee discussed and updated a number of high priority projects at their last meeting. The Standards Committee identified a disconnect between a project’s original milestone markers and where the project currently is as a major source of delay in posting quality reviews. The Standards Committee gave extensions to several projects and is now in the process of conferring with the Communications and Planning Committee to try to find a better way to status items. The Standards Committee voted to develop the idea of a priority system based on weighted answers to several questions as a way to accelerate items through the queue.
The Standards Committee denied NAESB’s request to elevate standards projects specifically related to Parallel Flow Visualization. The committee asked Jim Castle, the NAESB representative for the request, to again confer with NERC ORS for an assessment, after which the Standards Committee will reassess if it will elevate the requested projects to a higher priority.

NERC asked the Standards Committee to eliminate the quality review process (QARWG) on the part of NERC and return to the system previously in place prior to QARWG implementation. The Standards Committee voted to eliminate QARWG and will now handle the quality review process.

The Standards Committee identified its goals for 2012. Top goals included: addressing the concern that compliance, not reliability, is driving the development of standards; improving the working relationship between standards bodies and compliance bodies; and further developing the results based standards development processes.
Finally, the Standards Committee addressed Item 8.a on their agenda, developing an Alternative Standard Process. This will be a complete overhaul of the NERC process and is being done in response to concern about what the industry perceives as the slow process from request to approval. In the discussion of Item 8.a, there were many references to the NAESB process as a model and how the strengths of NAESB could be incorporated into the NERC process. NERC has coordinated with Rae McQuade regarding this issue. The committee agreed in exploring some type of alternative process that involves both an electoral ballot as well as a full membership final ballot. The Standards Committee wants to do a route cause analysis of the current drafting process to determine the best starting point for the overhaul.
4. Coordination of Retail Glossary Definitions

Mr. Saini questioned if the subcommittee had the correct definition for Supplier and Applicant as the OASIS Subcommittee had yet to finalize the definition the last time the matrix was updated for these terms. Mr. Skiba suggested that the best approach would be to follow up with Mr. Enyon and then check for discrepancies between the current approved Retail definitions and the Wholesale definitions. Any found discrepancies will then be brought to the attention of the WEQ PAP-10 Subcommittee, which is being reactivated. 
Mr. Saini asked for someone to verify with the OASIS Subcommittee that the terms Network Scheduling Right and Network Resource will not be used. Mr. Woods confirmed that the terms would not be used and will eventually be dropped. Mr. Cyrulewski will update the SRS comments for the NITS on OASIS recommendation to indicate that the terms, while defined, are not used and should be deleted.
The subcommittee updated the matrix for the term Demand Response Provider to reflect that the Retail and Wholesale quadrants agreed that the definitions for the term could differ between the quadrants.

5. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
Due to conflicts some subcommittee members had, the subcommittee decided to next address what was previously Item 9 on the agenda.

Mr. Saini suggested that NERC projects which the SRS determines not to have an impact on Wholesale Electric be kept open under a monitor status until the NERC standard is finalized as there is sometimes a large lag time between when the SRS decision is made and when NERC final action is taken. Mr. Skiba added that some NERC standards, determined by SRS not to have an impact, do not get approved, and the standard could then change significantly by the time it is re-circulated at NERC for a second vote. He highlighted NERC Project 2007-12, which Mr. Cyrulewski reviewed, as an example. The subcommittee agreed to continue to monitor NERC projects determined not to have an impact on WEQ SRS or BPS until the standards receive approval from the NERC ballot body.

Based on Mr. Cyrulewski’s review of Project 2007-12, the subcommittee decided to continue to monitor the NERC project and added a comment to the Activity Report to this effect.

Mr. Saini informed the subcommittee that NERC finalized the Bulk Electric System definition and stated that the item could be closed. Mr. Skiba suggested that the item remain open in the activity report until the subcommittee voted out the recommendation. 

Mr. Skiba reviewed the recommendation he prepared regarding the Bulk Electric System Definition, 2012 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.d. The subcommittee discussed the recommendation which adopts an approach similar to that used by the OASIS Subcommittee for definitions. Mr. Cyrulewski moved, seconded by Ms. Wesley, that the recommendation be accepted as written, posted for a comment period, and then sent to the Executive Committee for approval. The motion passed unanimously
6. Review Recommendations Posted for Formal Comments – NITS on OASIS Recommendation
Mr. Cyrulewski reviewed the comments he prepared regarding the NITS on OASIS comments. A question was raised regarding whether or not TSIN had been changed to EIR in the Glossary Recommendation. Mr. Skiba agreed to follow up with Denise Rager regarding this question. Mr. Cyrulewski will make any changes needed based on the discussion of the subcommittee and the answer regarding the TSIN/EIR issue. Any additional changes or comments should be sent to Mr. Cyrulewski, Mr. Saini and Mr. Skiba who will work to finalize the SRS comments regarding the NITS on OASIS comments.
7. Review Minor Corrections
Mr. Skiba volunteered to review Minor Correction MC11032 to make sure that it is consistent with the FERC E-Tariff implementation guide book and report back to the subcommittee at the February 14, 2012 meeting. Comments to this effect were added to the WEQ SRS Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations Matrix.

8. Review Clarification/Interpretations
There were no new Clarifications/Interpretations for the subcommittee to review.
9. Review Standards Requests
The subcommittee looked at Standards Request R11021 and determined that the request did not have an impact on the WEQ Business Practice Standards. A comment to this effect was added to the WEQ SRS Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations Matrix.
10. New Business
There was no new business to be discussed.
11. Adjourn
