CONFERENCE CALL

January 18, 2011 - 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central
FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call. After Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance, attendees introduced themselves. The group reviewed the draft agenda and deleted several items before Mr. Cyrulewski moved, seconded by Mr. Johnson, to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion passed unanimously. The group reviewed the draft minutes from December 21, 2010; after attendees made several minor corrections, Mr. Cyrulewski moved, seconded by Mr. Johnson, to adopt the minutes as revised.  The motion passed without opposition.
2. Activities Since Last Meeting

· Formal Comments Demand Response Measurement and Verification – Phase 2
Mr. Skiba introduced the Memo DR M&V Phase 2 Comments work paper prepared prior to the meeting and provided a brief summary. Attendees thanked those responsible for developing the work paper. 

· Formal Comments Energy Efficiency Measurement and Verification

Mr. Skiba opened the Memo EE M&V work paper prepared prior to the meeting and summarized its contents. Attendees again expressed their thanks. 
3. Review/Revise/Approve Scope of Work
Mr. Skiba opened the Email Harmonization of Defined Terms work paper containing the motion to revise certain aspects of the glossary review process, which necessitated the change to the scope of work undertaken by the WEQ SRS subcommittee. He then opened the SRS Scope of Work (draft) work paper. After attendees approved of the proposal to delete the Background section in the beginning of the document, Mr. Skiba led participants through previously drafted changes intended to be responsive to the motion, contained in new Section G of the work paper. After Mr. Skiba asked for questions or comments, Mr. Johnson asked why the motion included only three of NAESB’s four quadrants (the WGQ was not included). Although no participants were able to directly answer this question, Ms. York stated that the issue would be raised at the subsequent WEQ EC meeting in February 2011. The group recognized the benefit of having the WGQ participate in the revised NAESB glossary procedures, particularly in light of the increased use of natural gas generation to firm up renewables. 

Attendees agreed to add a sentence to subsection 4 of the draft to clarify that the group understood that a uniform definition may not be achievable with certain terms, for example, as in the case when a legitimate business reason might preclude consensus between quadrants. This change was captured on the SRS Scope of Work – Revised 01/18/2011 work paper. Mr. Cyrulewski made a motion, seconded by Ms. Kedrowski, to approve the revised scope of work document as revised during the meeting; this motion passed without opposition. 
4. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The group opened the NERC Activity Report 1/14/11 work paper and reviewed the FAC 729 NERC activity. After Mr. Cyrulewski reported that the most recent draft under consideration by NERC did not reach any commercial activities affected by NAESB standards, the group agreed that this item required no further action by the SRS. Regarding the Functional Model Glossary Revision NERC activity, the group agreed that WEQ Annual Plan Item 1(d) placed responsibility for the item with the SRS; a note was added to this effect on the NERC Activity Report – Revised 01/18/2011 work paper. Regarding the Project 2010-17 NERC activity, the group agreed to recommend to the WEQ EC that this item, having to do with the definition of “bulk electric system,” be added to the 2011 WEQ Annual Plan; a note to this effect was also added to the revised NERC Activity Report.  
5. New Business
The group agreed to move its upcoming meeting scheduled for February 15, 2011 to February 22, 2011. 
6. Adjourn

After a motion by Ms. York, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, the meeting adjourned at 2:04pm Central.
