FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group reviewed the agenda.  Agenda item 4 was removed, as there were no documents posted for formal comment.  Mr. Johnson moved, seconded by Ms. Wesley to adopt the agenda as modified.  The motion passed without opposition.  
The January 15, 2010 draft meeting minutes were reviewed.  Minor corrections were made throughout the document.  Ms. Wesley moved to adopt the minutes as revised and Mr. Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Update from the WEQ Executive Committee meeting
Mr. Skiba provided the update and noted the key items from the meeting.  The confidentiality agreement was not adopted by the EC.  The EC chairs formed a task group to determine what, if anything, should be developed.  The EC approved the glossary recommendation, which will go out for membership ratification shortly.  There will be a single topic EC meeting for the WEQ and WGQ to review the gas/electric recommendation.  The gas recommendation has not been sent out for formal comments.  There were two triage requests submitted which would have been assigned to the OASIS subcommittee, but those two items were already included on the annual plan, so the requestor withdrew her requests.  There were no new items assigned to the WEQ.  Mr. Skiba also noted the updates provided by the various subcommittees.  
3. Update from NERC Standards Committee Meeting
At the August EC meeting, the SRS was asked to have a participant attend the NERC SC meetings.  Mr. Brown sat in on the last meeting.  He was unable to attend the SRS meeting, so Ms. Wesley reviewed his notes.  The SC meeting was held on Thursday, February 11 and several status reports were provided.  There is a growing concern with the volume of work, and in particular, the number of interpretations.  Nothing specific was resolved during the meeting.  The SC will begin to hold their drafting teams to their deadlines.  Participants reviewed the new action items and high priority projects.  Mr. Brown will listen in on the next NERC SC meeting and report back to the SRS.
4. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The subcommittee reviewed the NERC Activity Report.  The subcommittee began their review with Project 2008-02, Undervoltage Load Shedding.  The work was at the SAR level and will be monitored by the SRS in the future to determine if it will impact NAESB.
Next, they reviewed Project 2009-02, Real-time Tools.  Again, the work was at the SAR level and will be monitored by the SRS in the future to determine if it will impact NAESB.
The next item reviewed was Project 2009-19, Interpretation of BAL-002-0 R4 and R5 by NWPP Reserve Sharing Group.  Mr. Skiba suggested that the TIMTF review this item to determine if it will impact their work.  
Project 2009-30, Interpretation of PRC-001-1 R1 by WPSC, Project 2009-31, Interpretation of TOP-001-1 R8 by FMPP and Project 2009-32, Interpretation of EOP-003-1 R3 and R5 by FMPP were reviewed.  It was determined that no further action was necessary on any of these items for the SRS.

Finally, Project 2010-08, Functional Model Glossary Revisions, was reviewed.  The SRS determined that this item will impact the WEQ Glossary and will continue to monitor it.   
5. Review Impact of NERC Project Prioritization Recommendation

At the last SRS meeting the NAESB office asked the subcommittee to review this recommendation to determine if it would have any impact on NAESB.  Two projects were identified that the SRS had previously determined needed attention.  The first was Project 2007-02 and COM-003-1, which was given to the BPS to review.  The other project, 2006-08 is already being reviewed by the BPS, which is working closely with the NERC drafting team.  The SRS confirmed with NAESB staff that no further action was required by the SRS.
6. New Business
The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 16, 2010 from 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM Central.
