FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Cyrulewski moved, seconded by Mr. Cardone to adopt the agenda.  The motion passed without opposition.  
The February 16, 2010 draft meeting minutes were reviewed.  Minor edits were made throughout the document.  Mr. Cardone moved to adopt the minutes as revised and Mr. Cyrulewski seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Update from NERC Standards Committee Meeting
 Ms. Wesley provided the update for Mr. Patrick Brown.  She noted that Project 2007-07 – Vegetation Management was reviewed.  Mr. David Taylor reported that the project was on schedule with the standards balloted by the end of August.  The team is holding a webinar on March 18 from 2:00 to 3:00 p.m. Eastern.  Project 2008-06 was also reviewed.  Mr. Allen Mosher reported on the status of the drafting team’s efforts in preparing CIP-002-4 for stakeholder review.  Three Standards Actions were reviewed, Project 2010-10 – Modifications to FAC for Order 729 – Authorize posting the SAR and standard and direct staff to solicit nominees for the drafting team; Authorize Formation of a Subgroup with Demand Response Expertise to Provide Guidance to the Functional Model Working Group (FMWG); and Authorize Posting VRF Criteria, Tool, and Implementation Plan for Stakeholder Comment.  All three were approved.
3. Review Documents Posted for Formal Comments
The recommendation and SRS draft comments for PAP-03 – Common Pricing Protocols, were reviewed by Mr. Skiba.  One item noted was the discrepancy between Load Serving Entity and System Operator definitions between the NERC and NAESB standards.  Mr. Booe noted that the task force looked at the definitions as a whole to develop the definitions used in the recommendation.  He did not think the work group would object to modifying them.  Mr. Skiba also noted an inconsistency with capitalization.  Only defined items or data elements in the data dictionary should be capitalized.  Mr. Booe responded that these were unintentional capitalizations and not intended to be defined terms.   
Next, Mr. Skiba discussed the executive summary.  He noted that WEQ-014 is the only document that has an executive summary.  Each PAP has an executive summary and, while similar, they are all different.  Mr. Booe responded that the work group felt that the executive summaries were essential to frame the work in the recommendation.  Mr. Skiba suggested that with three executive summaries, the recommendation should include three business practice standards.  Ms. McQuade agreed.  She noted that the work group was unsure how the future of this work would evolve and creating three separate business practice standards could be easier to review.  Mr. Skiba will edit this section of the SRS comments accordingly.  
Next, Mr. Skiba reviewed the Introduction, and in particular the section on assumptions.  He asked if this section should be included in the business practice standards.  Mr. Booe responded that the task force felt the information was essential to the document.  Mr. Skiba asked how the information would be incorporated into tariffs.  Ms. McQuade suggested changing the title of the section to Considerations to Understand the Standards, which would indicate that the information was not required to be included in the tariffs.  Mr. Booe agreed that it would be beneficial to create language around the section to clarify that it was not intended to be part of the standards but that the information was included to help clarify the standards.  Mr. Wood noted that this type of information was usually included in an appendix and not in the standards themselves.  Mr. Skiba agreed and would revise the comments to suggest the creation of an appendix for this information.
Next, Mr. Skiba reviewed the comments on the model business practice standards.  In section WEQ-016-3.4, the comment recommended that the Tariff Rate Types and corresponding definitions be moved to WEQ-000.  Mr. Ulch asked if this was necessary.  Mr. Booe responded that the task force wanted to provide examples of rate structures.  He noted that it may be beneficial to point out that this section may not be necessary and suggested comments be submitted have the task force review it again.  If necessary, they could clarify their intent.  Mr. Skiba asked if the SRS could question the necessity of the table, or whether that would overstep the bounds of the SRS.  Mr. Ulch agreed and suggested that the WEQ Executive Committee determine whether or not to keep this section.  The current SRS comment will remain.

Next, the group reviewed the comment on WEQ-016-3.6.  Mr. Skiba asked if this section was final.  Mr. Booe noted that this section was initially controversial, so this list was created but it is not exhaustive, which prompted the language in question.  This work may be handed to another group to be addressed but the work group wanted NAESB to have an opportunity to draft language.  It will be elaborated on during Phase 2 of business practice standards development.  Ms. McQuade suggested that, since this effort is incomplete, the SRS request that this language not be included in the recommendation and identify it for Phase 2 efforts. 
After reviewing the rest of the SRS draft comments, Mr. Skiba took an action item to clean up the comments and send them out to the exploder list for further discussion.  He requested volunteers to review the recommendations for PAP04 and PAP09.  Ms. Wesley volunteered to look at both.  Mr. Booe asked that a representative from the SRS be present on the conference call when the task force reviews the formal comments prior to the executive committee meeting.    
4. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The subcommittee reviewed the feedback submitted by the WEQ BPS on Project 2007-02 – Operating Personnel Communications Protocols.  After reviewing the report it was agreed that no more action was necessary from NAESB.  
Review of the NERC Activity Report was delayed until the next SRS meeting.  
5. New Business
Mr. Skiba mentioned that the SRS can provide additional guidance on standards requests that are submitted to the NAESB office.  Mr. Skiba asked participants to review the redlines to the SRS Scope of Work, which will be discussed at the next SRS meeting.
