FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group reviewed the agenda.  Agenda item 3, Update from NERC Standards Committee Meeting was stricken because the NERC SC has not met since the last SRS meeting.  Agenda Item 5, Review Documents Posted for Formal Comments was also deleted because no such documents were posted.    An item was added to discuss the update for the WEQ EC meeting.  Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, to approve the agenda as modified.  The motion passed unanimously.     
The March 16 minutes were reviewed and minor modifications were made.  Mr. Johnson moved, seconded by Mr. Saini to adopt the minutes as modified.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. Update from WEQ Leadership and Board Meetings
Mr. Skiba provided the update.  Several items were added to the WEQ annual plan for each Smart Grid item.  The Phase 1 efforts for PAP 3, PAP 4 and PAP 9 were noted as complete and the Phase 2 effort was added.  The Phase 1 Smart Grid standards will be included in Version 2.2, which has a target publication of third quarter, 2010.  The Phase 2 efforts will focus on data elements.  The Board resolution from the Managing Committee regarding the addition of an annual plan item related to Demand Response program design was approved.  It was a recommendation to not include that item on the annual plan.  The Board also approved another waiver of the retail quadrants membership requirements.  
3. Proposed Changes to the SRS Scope of Work 
Mr. Skiba and Mr. Saini reviewed the Scope of Work document.  Language was added to the scope document to allow the SRS to review triaged standards requests.  In the past, some requests were not assigned to all the necessary quadrants or duplicative assignments were triaged.  This work would be completed by the SRS after the request was triaged but before its final disposition.  Participants worked to clarify the language in the scope document.  Mr. Johnson had other suggestions throughout the document.  After the conclusion of the SRS meeting he will review the bylaws to determine if there are any conflicts with his suggested changes and will provide a redlined Scope of Work document for discussion at the next SRS meeting.  This would not preclude the SRS from voting on the edits made during today’s meeting.  Mr. Skiba and Mr. Saini would inform the WEQ EC that the scope of the SRS was expanded to include triage.  

Mr. Johnson moved, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, to adopt the modified SRS Scope of Work document.  The motion passed unanimously.
4. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The SRS reviewed the NERC Activity Report.  First, the SRS reviewed the Disturbance and Sabotage Reporting Project 2009-01.  The SRS agreed to continue to monitor this item in view of the formation of the Board Critical Infrastructure Committee and because the concept paper did not include much detail on the standard.  
Next, the committee reviewed Project 2009-28, Project 2010-01, Project 2010-02, Project 2010-03 and Project 2010-04 and determined that no further action was necessary on any of those items.
Finally, the SRS determined to continue to monitor Project 2010-10 based on Order 729.  The SRS will recommend that the WEQ EC move 2010 Annual Plan provisional item 6 to an active 2010 item to address this item.     
5. Updates to WEQ Executive Committee

The two items to be addressed at the WEQ EC meeting were the revised Scope of Work document and the reinstatement of provisional item 6 on the 2010 WEQ Annual Plan.  No other items were discussed.
6. New Business
The SRS reviewed the two recently triaged requests.  It was determined that no action was necessary for R10001.

Next, the subcommittee reviewed R10002.  Several participants expressed concern as to whether or not this would impact program design.  Mr. Saini, Mr. Skiba and Mr. Johnson volunteered to draft comments on this item, which would be shared via the SRS exploder.  Those comments will be forwarded on to NAESB. 
7. Adjourn

Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting adjourned at 3:16 pm Central.
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
