CONFERENCE CALL

March 15, 2011 - 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central
DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call and attendees introduced themselves. Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance. After deleting two items from the draft agenda, attendees unanimously approved the adoption of the revised agenda. Mr. Skiba reviewed the document containing his proposed edits to the draft minutes from the February 22, 2011 conference call. The group agreed to incorporate these proposed changes to the draft minutes before voting unanimously to approve the revised draft minutes as final.  

2. Update from NERC Standards Committee (SC) Meeting
Mr. Skiba provided an update from the most recent NERC SC meeting. He stated that per Mr. Andy Rodriquez of NERC, all high-priority projects were currently proceeding according to schedule. He also stated NERC had announced the strategic goal of incorporating a cost-benefit analysis into each SAR. He continued that the NERC SC Executive Committee was likely to take action on five projects prior to mid-April: NERC Project Nos. 2007-03, 2007-09, 2009-06, 2010-15, and 2010-17. Mr. Skiba stated that, of these, only the 2010-17 project is likely to impact the WEQ efforts.  

3. Review Standards Requests

Attendees reviewed the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections document. They decided that neither of the two standards requests, R11007 and R11008, had an impact on the WEQ. This decision was captured on the Standards Requests - Revised document. 
4. Review Minor Corrections (MCs)
Attendees reviewed the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections document. They decided that the first four MCs, MC11001-MC11004 the SRS had previously determined to have no WEQ impact. The group decided that, even in this current form, the content of the MCs had no effect on the WEQ. The group likewise determined that MC11005 had no impact on the WEQ. These determinations were captured on the Standards Requests - Revised document. 
Mr. Skiba asked the group to be prepared for a future MC to be submitted in the near future, relating to the Demand Response project, which would have a WEQ impact. 

5. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Cyrulewski provided a review of the SRS NERC Activity Report 03/14/11 document. He recommended that the SRS continue to monitor NERC Project Nos. 2009-02 and 2010-07 because both projects carry a likelihood of impact on the WEQ. He also recommended that the SRS stop monitoring NERC Project No. 2009-19 because it would not have any WEQ impact. Attendees agreed to all three of these recommendations and formalized their consensus on the NERC Activity Report- Revised work paper.  
6. New Business
The subcommittee agreed to move an existing meeting scheduled for 1:00pm -4:00pm Central on May17, 2011 to the same time on May 10, 2010.
7. Adjourn

The meeting adjourned by consensus at 1:46pm Central. 
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
