CONFERENCE CALL

May 10, 2011 - 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central
DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call and attendees introduced themselves. Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance. After deleting several items from the draft agenda, attendees unanimously approved the adoption of the revised agenda. Mr. Skiba provided a review of the Ed Skiba comments for the April 19th WEQ SRS Meeting Minutes. The group agreed to incorporate these proposed changes to the draft minutes before voting unanimously to approve the revised draft minutes as final.  

2. WEQ/REQ/RGQ Glossary Coordination
Mr. Skiba provided a summary of the conference call held on April 25, 2011 between Retail Glossary and WEQ SRS leadership. He stated that discussions were held relating to possible methods available to the quadrants for the coordination of common terms and definitions. He then listed the means that were chosen: 1) the NAESB office will henceforth maintain a password-protected document that will contain the most current terms and conditions that have been finalized by each quadrant (for cross-referencing purposes); 2) the Retail Glossary subcommittee will inform the WEQ SRS leadership of proposed changes to the Retail Glossary prior to disposition by the subcommittee (to permit WEQ comments to be heard); 3) the WEQ SRS will gather all modifications to terms and conditions from the various WEQ subcommittees prior to disposition in order to inform the Retail Glossary subcommittee on an on-going basis (to permit Retail comments to be heard).   If a quadrant determines that its definition should be different from the other quadrant, an explanation for the deviation should be included in the recommendation.  The NAESB office can then include the explanation in the Version Notes when the Standards are published.
The group opened the REQ/RGQ Glossary Subcommittee Activity and reviewed its contents before thanking the co-chairs for their efforts. 
3. Review Standards Requests, if any
The group reviewed R11012 and determined that no further monitoring was needed as the request dealt exclusively with the WGQ; this was noted on the Requests and Minor Corrections - Revised document.
4. Review Minor Corrections, if any
The group opened MC 11012-MC11014 in turn, deciding that each of these Minor Corrections were inapplicable to the WEQ; this disposition was noted each time on the Requests and Minor Corrections - Revised document. 
The group opened MC11015 and checked to ensure that all proposed hyperlinks were active and accurate. After this review, the subcommittee determined that there was no need to submit comments to the WEQ EC. This disposition was noted on the Requests and Minor Corrections - Revised document.
The group opened MC11016 and determined that there was no need to submit comments to the WEQ EC. This disposition was noted on the Requests and Minor Corrections - Revised document.
5. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The group noted that 2011 Annual Plan Item 1(e) had been added to address how proposed changes to the NERC definition of Bulk Electric System might affect the NAESB definition. The group agreed to continue monitoring of this issue, and, as noted on the NERC Activity Report - Revised document, Mr. Saini undertook to review the proposed NERC definition with reference to the existing NAESB definition for the next meeting. 
6. New Business
Mr. Skiba noted that the WEQ OASIS subcommittee would soon be sending its Service Across Multiple Transmission Systems project out for formal comments.  He asked whether any attendees would be willing to volunteer to perform an initial review of the proposed standards on behalf of the WEQ SRS and provide a report at the subsequent meeting. Mr. Cyrulweski volunteered for this task and offered to complete it by June 1, 2011.
