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WEQ STANDARDS REVIEW SUBCOMMITEE

CONFERENCE CALL

July 13, 2010 - 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM Central
FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call. After Mr. Culliton provided the antitrust guidance, attendees introduced themselves. The group reviewed the draft agenda and decided to remove several agenda items that were not applicable. After a motion by Mr. Pritchard, the revised agenda was adopted without opposition. The group then reviewed the draft meeting minutes from the May 18 SRS conference call and made several minor modifications. After a motion, attendees unanimously adopted the revised document as the Final Minutes from that meeting. 
2. Update from WEQ Executive Committee (EC), Leadership, and Board Meetings
Mr. Skiba provided updates for the three EC meetings held since the last SRS meeting. He stated that the EC had held a single-topic call on June 7 to receive a presentation of the PAP 3, PAP 4, and PAP 9 recommendation and associated comments. He noted that the EC had made substantial changes to the original recommendation that were responsive to the comments received. He also summarized the June 16 Joint REQ/WEQ EC single-topic call that had been scheduled to vote on the revised recommendation for PAPs 3, 4, and 9. He stated that the REQ had approved the recommendation by the required supermajority during the meeting, but that the WEQ had not. He also summarized the discussion held at the July 7 WEQ EC meeting, where the EC had met to reconsider its vote held on June 16. 
Mr. Skiba also mentioned important decisions and discussions that had emerged from the NAESB Leadership Meeting and the recent Board meeting.  He noted that the Board had voted to adopt a resolution containing four guidelines to assist the electric industry in its ongoing standards development efforts. In particular, he observed that the Board had required the WEQ to reconsider its June 16 vote. Mr. Pritchard agreed with Mr. Skiba’s summary, adding that the Board resolution had neither prohibited the articulation of concerns during the EC meeting itself, nor had it prohibited a late submitter from petitioning the EC to accept late written comments at the meeting. 
3. Update from NERC Standards Committee Meeting

As no participants had themselves attended, Mr. Culliton gave a brief synopsis of the previous NERC SC meeting. 

4. Follow-up From May 18, 2010 Meeting
Mr. Cyrulewski summarized the work that he had performed on the group behalf prior to the meeting, namely the creation of several comparisons of the NAESB and NERC glossaries. He led the group through each definition one-by-one as listed on his NAESB-NERC Difference Only document. For each discrepancy, the group noted whether the difference was purposeful or otherwise. Those definitions that required further consideration, i.e., where a difference was unintentional, were noted and flagged for future review. 
Next, Mr. Saini led the group through a review of the proposed NERC FAC 012 and FAC 013 standards (stemming from FERC Order No. 729). He also brought relevant wording from FERC Order No. 693 and FERC Order No. 890, paragraph 196 to the group’s attention. He further noted that the project was on an accelerated schedule at NERC and suggested that there might be something for the SRS to review as soon as early August.
5. Review Standards Requests

Mr. Skiba noted that three new requests had been received, all by the WGQ quadrant. Attendees performed a review of Request Nos. R10005, R10006, and R10007 to determine whether they might impact the WEQ. Notes were added to the Request Recommendations and Minor Corrections - Revised document indicating the consensus that no effect would be felt. 

6. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Saini opened the NERC Activity Report - 7/12/10 and led participants through a review of entries needing updating. Each NERC docket that had been noted to advance was reviewed and comments were recorded in the NERC Activity Report Revised document. Mr. Saini and Mr. Cyrulewski agreed to jointly prepare a work paper for the SRS to review at their next meeting relating to Project 2010-012. 
7. Future Meetings

The upcoming meeting on August 10, 2010 was noted and assignments were reviewed. The group noted that NERC’s release date for its new Plan would determine when the next face-to-face SRS meeting would be held. 
8. New Business
No new business was discussed. 
9. Adjourn
After a motion by Mr. Cyrulewski, the meeting adjourned at 3:46 pm. 
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
