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WEQ STANDARDS REVIEW SUBCOMMITEE

CONFERENCE CALL

August 10, 2010 - 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM Central
FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call. After Mr. Culliton provided the antitrust guidance, attendees introduced themselves. The group reviewed the draft agenda and decided to remove any review of draft meeting minutes, as none were available. After a motion by Mr. Cyrulewski, the revised agenda was adopted without opposition.

2. Follow-up From July 13, 2010 Meeting

Mr. Saini opened the most recent version of NERC’s proposed FAC Standards (from FERC Order No. 729) and provided a summary of the efforts. He stated that FERC had originally proposed that FAC 12 be revised, but that NERC staff had recently developed a proposal to retire FAC 12 by merging the revised version into FAC 13. 

Mr. Skiba asked whether Planning Coordinator was a registered entity. Mr. Saini replied that the most current version used the term Planning Authority. Mr. Skiba asked whether each Planning Authority would have its own OASIS. Mr. Saini stated that the question was a valid one, but that there was as of yet no answer. Mr. McGovern stated that if an entity does not have an OASIS, it is generally accepted that it will post relevant information on its own website. 

Mr. Saini stated his view that, although this item does not seem to have a commercial aspect, it would be best to monitor it into the future. Mr. Pritchard questioned the utility of continuing to monitor the issue. Mr. Saini agreed, but added that the idea of monitoring the item would be to continuously assess whether it did develop a commercial component. Notes to this effect were added to the NERC Activity Report - Revised.
The group next discussed the FERC Order No. 693 Directives. Mr. Cyrulewski and Mr. Saini had agreed to each research half of the items and report back to the SRS. Mr. Cyrulewski presented his Review of NERC Project 2010-12 by J. Cyrulewski, as posted for the meeting. After leading attendees through a review of each item, he summarized that he saw no NAESB impact; attendees agreed. 

Mr. Saini then presented his posted Review of NERC Project 2010-12 by N. Saini. He noted that the only item that might carry implications for NAESB was EOP 002-3; after agreement from attendees, Mr. Skiba and Mr. Saini agreed to report this possible impact to the WEQ JESS subcommittee. 
Mr. Skiba then opened his presentation prepared for the WEQ Executive Committee (EC) on NERC/NAESB Glossary Differences, as posted at SRS EC Update – Draft. He presented the draft to the subcommittee, noting that the focus was the presentation of terms side-by-side. The group agreed that the slideshow would be a useful tool for the EC.  
3. Review Standards Requests 
Participants opened R10008 and reviewed its contents. After brief discussion, where it was noted that the request would come before the PAP 10 subcommittee, the group made comments on the Requests Recommendations and Minor Corrections - Revised document. 
4. Review Documents Posted for Formal Comments

Mr. Skiba led the subcommittee through a summary of the WEQ 2010 AP Item 1.d.i Interim Solution for Parallel Flow Visualization recommendation, posted as Parallel Flow Visualization Recommendation. He asked for a volunteer to perform a review that would assess the recommendation for consistency with existing standards; Ms. York offered to perform the review and report back to the SRS. 
5. Review Minor Corrections

The group opened the Requests Recommendations and Minor Corrections - Revised document. After a brief review of Numbering Convention WEQ-001.2.10 through WEQ-001.2.14, noted were added to the spreadsheet indicating the SRS disposition of the item. 
Mr. Skiba introduced and summarized the issue underlying the Minor correction to e-Tariff Implementation Guide document, namely that the FERC and NAESB Guides had grown into different documents because FERC had made several minor modifications to the document that had originally been adopted. Mr. Cyrulewski volunteered to provide a thorough comparison of the FERC and NAESB Guides for the next SRS meeting. 
Mr. Pritchard stated that perhaps FERC should take exclusive responsibility for the document, given their needs. Mr. Skiba mentioned a telephone call on May 27th wherein FERC staff members indicated their preference that NAESB should continue to maintain the document because NAESB would be the appropriate venue should more wholesale changes be needed in the future. In response to a question about copyright, he added that FERC has a license to display the Guide on their website, but that it is simultaneously password protected on the NAESB website. 
6. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The group opened the NERC Activity Report - Revised and made necessary changes to document their monitoring process after opening and reviewing the relevant NERC documents on the NERC website. 
7. NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan: 2011-2013, if available
Attendees were informed that NERC’s Plan would be unveiled the following week; the group agreed that a meeting dedicated to the review of this document was necessary. 

8. Future Meetings
Attendees agreed to meet in person on August 25, 2010 from 9:00am to 3:00pm Central. 
9. New Business
No new business was discussed. The group reviewed and confirmed the various assignments that had been made during the meeting. 
10. Adjourn

After a motion by Ms. York, the meeting adjourned at 3:20 pm.
