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STANDARDS REVIEW SUBCOMMITEE

CONFERENCE CALL

August 23, 2011 - 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central
FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call and attendees introduced themselves. Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance. Attendees unanimously approved the adoption of the agenda as drafted. Mr. Skiba provided a review of the Ed Skiba Comments on 7/18/11 Draft Minutes. The group agreed to incorporate these proposed changes to the draft minutes before voting unanimously to approve the revised draft minutes as final.
2. Activities Since Last Meeting

The subcommittee co-chairs agreed that topics under this item would be addressed under subsequent agenda items. 

3. Update from WEQ Executive Committee Meeting

Mr. Skiba provided a high-level review of topics discussed at the August 16 WEQ Executive Committee meeting, including: the forwarding of certain documents to the Managing Committee for a decision regarding the Parallel Flow Visualization project; the expected schedule of the NITS project; the 60-day formal comment period that would attach to the NITS project; the ratification of the SAMTS project; the submission of Wholesale DR and EE projects to the Commission; the Dodd-Frank legislation; the creation of a new PKI subcommittee; and, the continued importance of glossary coordination with the Retail segments. Ms. York added that the new subcommittee planned to hold its inaugural meeting on September 22, 2011 from 1:00pm to 4:00pm in Houston, TX. She also mentioned the creation of a task force to assess the potential impacts that the recently issued FERC Order No. 1000 may have on NAESB standards. She welcomed participation on each effort. 
4. Update from NERC Standards Committee Meeting
Mr. Skiba provided a high-level overview of items discussed at the August 11, 2011 NERC SC meeting, none of which directly impacted WEQ efforts.  

5. Coordination of Retail Glossary Definitions

Mr. Saini presented the SRS Glossary Coordination Tracking and Review - 08/17/11 document, created to facilitate the tracking and review of terms between quadrants, and led a review of the terms contained therein. The group reviewed the terms and updated the matrix with its consensus treatment of each reviewed term, as found on the WEQ SRS Glossary Coordination Matrix document. 
6. Review Recommendations Posted for Formal Comments 

Mr. Skiba presented the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations document and led a review of its contents. Throughout the course of this review, the subcommittee’s consensus decisions were captured on the WEQ SRS Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations Matrix document. 
Mr. Skiba presented the SRS Consistency Changes Comments - Draft work paper he had prepared on the subcommittee’s behalf, stating that it contained suggested comments relating to the 2011 WEQ Annual Plan Item No. 5(a) / R08001 / R08002 / R08003 / R08005 (Make consistency changes to Version 2.2) recommendation. The subcommittee reviewed this document, making minor corrections captured on the WEQ SRS Draft Formal Comments work paper. The subcommittee agreed that each issue on the document was worthy of submission to the WEQ EC for its consideration. The co-chairs agreed that the document, as modified during the meeting, should be distributed to permit additional comments, which would be due on September 2, 2011. 
The subcommittee reviewed the draft recommendations for the 2011 WEQ Annual Plan Item Nos. 7(a)-“Review standards 001-14.1.3 and 001-15.1.2 based on FERC Order No. 676-E” and 2(a)(iv)(1)-“Paragraph 1390 of Order 890 - Terminations related to: deficient requests, customer failure to pay required annual reservation fee, and customer modifications to applications which are meaningfully different” recommendations before determining that no WEQ SRS comments needed to be submitted to the WEQ EC. Mr. Saini agreed to draft a document indicating that the SRS had no concerns with these draft recommendations.

7. Review Minor Corrections 

Mr. Skiba opened the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations and provided an overview of the section dealing with Minor Corrections. The subcommittee agreed that MCs 11020-11024 were inapplicable to the WEQ and merited no further monitoring. Comments to this effect were captured on the WEQ SRS Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations Matrix work paper. 
8. Review Clarification/Interpretations 

Mr. Skiba opened the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations and provided an overview of the section dealing with Clarifications/Interpretations. The subcommittee agreed that C11002 and C11003 were inapplicable to the WEQ and merited no further monitoring. Comments to this effect were captured on the WEQ SRS Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations Matrix work paper. 

9. Review Standards Requests, if any
Mr. Skiba opened the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations and provided an overview of the section dealing with Standards Requests. The subcommittee agreed that R11014 and R11015 merited no further monitoring as they had been assigned to the new PKI subcommittee. Comments to this effect were captured on the WEQ SRS Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations Matrix work paper. 

10. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Saini opened the NERC Activity Report - Updated 08/17/11 and provided a review of its contents. He stated that there had been no new projects begun at NERC since the last subcommittee meeting. He added that there had been no activity on projects the subcommittee was actively monitoring. An errata row was deleted, as captured on the WEQ SRS NERC Activity Report work paper. 
11. Plan for September Meeting

The subcommittee confirmed its plan to meet on September 15, 2011 to address issues relating to the NERC 2012-2014 Reliability Standards Development Plan and the 2012 subcommittee meeting calendar.

No new business was discussed.
