DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Skiba welcomed participants to the conference call and attendees introduced themselves. Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance. Attendees unanimously approved the adoption of the agenda after sections containing items not needing subcommittee review were deleted. Mr. Skiba provided a review of the Combined Comments on WEQ SRS 6/21/11 Draft Minutes Submitted by E. Skiba, Midwest ISO and J. Cyrulewski, JDRJC Associates. The group agreed to incorporate these proposed changes to the draft minutes before voting unanimously to approve the revised draft minutes as final.
2. Activities Since Last Meeting

Mr. Skiba reported on several action items the co-chairs had undertaken, none of which involved further action by the subcommittee. 

3. Update from WEQ Leadership/Board Meeting
Mr. Skiba provided a high-level review of the most recent projects discussed at the Leadership and Board meetings, including Certificate Authority, Dodd Frank Act, pending cyber-security legislation, the new TSIN registry schedule, WEQ Version 2.2 schedule, Demand Response, and Smart Grid efforts. 
4. Update from NERC Standards Committee

Mr. Skiba noted that the Bulk Electric System definition work continued at NERC, with the effort now focused on developing exemption rules. He also shared that NERC Project 2007-17 had failed on its recirculation ballot. 

5. Review Glossary Coordination Tracking Tool

Mr. Saini presented the SRS Glossary Coordination Tracking and Review Submitted by N. Saini, Entergy work paper he had prepared prior to the meeting. He stated that the work paper was intended to assist in the coordination of glossary terms, both internal to NAESB (within or between quadrants) as well as with external entities (such as NERC). The group agreed to add an additional column to capture abbreviations, as noted on the SRS Glossary Coordination Tracking Matrix - Revised 07/18/2011. The group thanked Mr. Saini for his efforts. 
6. Coordination of Retail Glossary Definitions, if any

Mr. Skiba observed that no glossary terms had been received from the Retail quadrant; Mr. Culliton confirmed that the Retail quadrant was not actively developing any glossary terms. 
7. Review Standards Requests, if any
Mr. Skiba reviewed the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations document which contained two standards requests: R11014 (Authorized Certification Authority Standard and Credentialing Practice) and R11015 (Technology Review and Upgrade for NAESB Public Key Infrastructure Standard WEQ-012). After reviewing the content of each request, the group agreed to monitor each one indefinitely; this decision was entered onto the SRS Review of Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, Interpretations - Revised 07/18/2011 work paper. 
8. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Saini reviewed the NERC Activity Report - Updated 07/18/2011, which contained the list of projects currently being monitored. After reviewing the Bulk Electric System definition project developments it was noted that coordination with NERC for this project is documented under WEQ 2011 Annual Plan Item 1.e, The subcommittee agreed that there was no need for the SRS to actively monitor the emerging regional standards. 
9. Input to Status Report to the Executive Committee
Mr. Skiba asked attendees whether the subcommittee members wanted any specific items  reported to the WEQ Executive Committee, aside from updates on various SRS activities. The group agreed that this report would be sufficient.  
10. New Business
Mr. Saini noted that the planned full-day SRS meeting, scheduled for August, had been moved back to September. Calling attention to the NERC Call for Potential Projects for Standards Development work paper, Mr. Skiba noted that this decision was necessary given the timing of NERC’s release of its 2012-2014 Reliability Standards Development Plan, which was the intended topic of discussion at the full-day meeting.

The meeting adjourned by consensus at 2:00pm Central. 
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
