FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the conference call.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidance.  Mr. Skiba recommended removing the approval of the July 25 meeting minutes from the agenda.  Mr. Cardone moved to adopt the agenda as amended and Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted without further discussion or opposition.
2. Update from Executive Committee Meeting
Mr. Skiba provided an update to the group as it relates to the NAESB Executive Committee (EC) meeting held August 19 in Colorado Springs, Colorado.  He stated that the EC reviewed and approved a number of recommendations that requested the EC to take action or take no further action.  He stated that the EC approved the minor corrections that were submitted for WEQ-001, WEQ-002, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013.  He said the WEQ EC reviewed the ETC recommendation, removed the y.3 standard from the recommendation, and sent it back to the WEQ Joint ESS/ITS subcommittee for consideration.  The WEQ SRS gave a brief update on the SRS activities.  The PowerPoint presentation is available for viewing via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec081908w5.ppt.  Mr. Skiba stated that the EC assigned the following items to the SRS: 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Items 1(g) and 6(g).  
Mr. Skiba noted that the EC reviewed the draft of the Wholesale DSM recommendation.  Mr. Ulch stated that the ISO/RTOs are developing a DSM paper to be published on September 30 and will be further discussed at the October 3 meeting.  He further stated that the WEQ EC will be voting on the DSM-EE required measurements at the December meeting.
3. Update on NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan

Mr. Skiba provided a brief update in regards to the NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan (“Plan”).  He noted Mr. Ulch and Mr. Brown presented the comments to the SRS.  The SRS then reviewed and provided comments to NERC as it relates to the Plan.  He further noted that Appendix A (beginning on page 30) of the Plan summarizes of comments received from industry participants.  Mr. Skiba noted that NERC has updated and revised their projects listed in the Plan to reflect NERC and NAESB coordination.  He further noted that this year, the NAESB WEQ SRS and other NAESB participants have increased its feedback to NERC as it relates to the Plan. 4. Review/Assignment of Recommendations Posted for 30-Day Formal Comment Period 

· ATC Information List
The group reviewed and held discussion on the WEQ SRS comments for the ATC Information List.  Mr. Saini drafted redlines of the comments.  Mr. Skiba noted that the recommendation will be reviewed once the NERC MOD-004 has been finalized.  The group made modifications to the SRS comments and noted that the highlighted parts in the recommendation will need to be updated to include the appropriate references from Version 2.0.  Mr. Skiba will draft a cover letter to NAESB as it relates to the WEQ SRS comments on the ATC Information List.  He said that if subcommittee members wish to provide input on the draft cover letter and/or the comments, it must be received by September 17, 2008.

Mr. Brown agreed to review and draft comments on behalf of the WEQ SRS as it relates to the Rollover of Redirects recommendation. 5. Review/Assignment of Minor Corrections Posted for 2-Week Comment Period (if any)
The subcommittee did not review any minor corrections posted for two-week comment period.  
6. Review Comments for 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.f  “Review and evaluate whether to cutoff or put a size limit on the entities for which the standards apply” (if any)
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the comments submitted by Entergy as it relates to the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6(f).  The group agreed to the comments submitted by Entergy which support the recommendation.
7. Review Recommendation for 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.f  “Review Market System Back-Up existing language and review of existing back-up language”
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the proposed no further action required recommendation proposed by the WEQ SRS.  Mr. Ulch moved to accept this recommendation, forward it to the EC, and post for the 30-day formal comment period. Mr. Cardone seconded the motion.  Mr. Brown, Mr. Ulch, Mr. Cardone, and Mr. Skiba voted in favor of the motion.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed with no opposition or further discussion. 8. Review Recommendation for 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.g “Provide complementary business practice standards to support Coordinate Operations Standards Authorization Request assigned to NERC (R03014)”
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the proposed no further action required recommendation proposed by the WEQ SRS.  Mr. Ulch moved to accept this recommendation, forward it to the EC, and post for the 30-day formal comment period. Mr. Cardone seconded the motion.  Mr. Brown, Mr. Ulch, Mr. Cardone, and Mr. Skiba voted in favor of the motion.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed with no opposition or further discussion. 9. Review Recommendation for 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.g “Investigate and review possible modifications to the WGQ Intraday Nominations, Confirmation Scheduling, and Gas Day standards, including possible standards for coordination of wholesale electric and wholesale gas scheduling. (R03031, R03031 revised, Interim Report, Final Report).”

The group reviewed and held discussion as it relates to the possible modifications to the WGQ Intraday Nomination, Confirming Scheduling, and Gas Day standards.  Mr. Skiba noted that this recommendation is also a proposed no action taken recommendation.  Mr. Brown moved to accept this recommendation, forward it to the EC, and post for the 30-day formal comment period.  Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  The motion was a simple majority vote.  Mr. Cardone, Mr. Ulch, and Mr. Skiba voted in favor of the motion.  The motion passed with no opposition or discussion. 10. SRS Input into 2009 WEQ Annual Plan
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the SRS’ input to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan.  Mr. Skiba stated that further discussion may take place on this topic at the October meeting.  Mr. Brown suggested that items from the NERC Reliability Development Standards Plan be incorporated into the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan.  Mr. Brown will review the NERC Reliability Development Standards Plan and note any items that should be included in the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan.  

11. Review and Update the NERC Activity Report
The group reviewed, updated, and held discussion in regards to the NERC Activity Report.  The group determined that Item 3- Coordinated Interchange Timing Tables would be updated to reflect that NERC/NAESB JISWG has a corresponding standards request (R07007).  In regards to the Critical Infrastructure Protections, Mr. Skiba noted that at the NAESB EC meeting of May, 7, 2007, a recommendation was developed to review the NERC CIP standards.  He further noted that it was later determined that it was not necessary for NAESB to develop corresponding business practice standards.  The group determined that further action was necessary for Items 4 and 9 of the NERC Activity Report.  
The group reviewed the Reliability Based Controls item and held discussion as to whether NAESB should continue to watch this item.  The group also reviewed the following items and determined that no further action was necessary:  Reliability Coordination and Reliability Standards Errata.
12. New Business
The WEQ SRS did not review any new business during the meeting.
13. Adjourn

Mr. Brown moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 11:21 Central on September 11, 2008
