FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Saini welcomed participants to the conference call. After Mr. Culliton provided the antitrust guidance, attendees introduced themselves. The group reviewed the draft agenda and decided to remove any review of draft meeting minutes, as none were available. The revised agenda was adopted by consensus. 
2. Feedback from the August 17, 2010 WEQ Executive Committee Meeting

Mr. Saini provided an update from the most recent Executive Committee (EC) meeting. He noted that the WEQ SRS will be required to resubmit its mission statement document for review by the EC at its October 26, 2010 meeting. 

3. Activities Since the Last WEQ SRS Meeting

Mr. Saini provided an update regarding recent actions taken on behalf of the subcommittee since the last SRS meeting. First, he noted that Mr. Skiba had contacted JESS regarding NERC Project 2010-12 693 directives. The group reviewed the communication, found at Contact JESS – 693 Directives. Second, he explained the comments he and Mr. Skiba had submitted regarding the NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan: 2011 – 2013, found at Comments NERC Rel Std Dev Plan 2011-2013. Third, he displayed the Formal Comments WEQ 2010 AP Item 1.a.i that were submitted to the WEQ EC relating to the Interim Solution for Parallel Flow Visualization. Fourth, Mr. Saini shared the comments submitted for Minor Correction 10019, found at Comments Minor Correction 10019. For each action reviewed, attendees expressed their approval of and appreciation for the co-chairs’ efforts. 

4. Review Standards Requests

Mr. Saini led the group through a review of the new WGQ request, found at R10009 Addition of new data element to Standard 5.4.21 (Transactional Reporting – Firm Transportation). The group decided that there would be no effect on WEQ standards, and therefore no action required of the SRS. This understanding was noted in the appropriate column of the Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections – Revised document. 
5. Review Documents Posted for Formal Comments
Mr. Saini suggested that review of WEQ 2010 AP Item 6.d  Business Practices and Information Models to Support Priority Action Plan 10 – Standardized Energy Usage Information should be suspended until Mr. Skiba was able to join the meeting. The group agreed to this suggestion. Subsequently, Mr. Skiba led attendees through the SRS Draft Redlines for Review document, noting each place where he and Mr. Cyrulewski had inserted a marginal comment on behalf of the SRS. He added that their review had been conducted in the spirit of ensuring consistency within the recommendation, as opposed to a content-based review. The participants approved each comment and thanked Mr. Skiba and Mr. Cyrulewski for their efforts. Mr. Skiba indicated that he would provide a formal version of the comments to the group for their approval within the week via email, in the hopes that the SRS members could approve the document in time for posting by Thursday September 30th. 
6. Review Minor Corrections
Mr. Saini opened the MC 10032  On-Peak/Off –Peak Definition document and led attendees through a brief review of the document. Mr. Cyrulewski volunteered to prepare formal comments for the group. 
Mr. Saini then opened MC 10033 Discrepancy in the Definition of ANNULLED for review. After brief discussion, Mr. Saini volunteered to draft a formal comment in response to this item. 
7. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Saini led the participants through a review of numerous NERC activities. Specifically, the group reviewed items in column 5, column 9, column 12, column 14, and column 16 on the NERC Activity Report 9/20/10. The subcommittee’s disposition of each issue was recorded on the NERC Activity Report – Revised document. 

Participants next reviewed WEQ 2010 Annual Plan Item 1.d Recommendation - Draft, which had been prepared prior to the meeting by Mr. Skiba. This request, titled “Monitor and develop NAESB business practices as needed to complement NERC reliability standards for FAC-012 and FAC-013” was summarized by Mr. Skiba before he led the group through his suggested comments. Upon a motion by Ms. Kedrowski, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, the subcommittee voted to formally approve this document for submission to the EC, subject to minor editing to be performed offline by Mr. Skiba. The motion carried without opposition.
8. Future Meetings – Schedule 2011 Meetings
The group opened the Proposed 2011 Meeting Schedule work paper and reviewed the proposed meeting dates. The group noted that all but one of the proposed meetings was a conference call, with the August 2011 meeting the only proposed face-to-face meeting. Mr. Skiba noted that the reason this August meeting was tentative was because the NAESB office had not yet set the calendar for the Fall 2011 WEQ EC meeting. Mr. Culliton undertook to confirm the availability of these dates with the NAESB office.
9. Adjourn 
Upon a motion by Mr. Cyrulewski, the meeting adjourned at 4:00pm.
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
