CONFERENCE CALL

October 19, 2010 - 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM Central
FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Saini welcomed participants to the conference call. After Mr. Culliton provided the antitrust guidance, attendees introduced themselves. The group reviewed and voted to adopt the draft agenda. The group reviewed draft minutes from July 13, August 10, August 25, and September 21, 2010. After minor changes were made, attendees adopted each set of revised minutes unanimously. 
2. Activities Since Last Meeting
Participants discussed the status of WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.d (PAP 10), noting that final versions were now posted on the NAESB website. 
3. NERC Standards Committee Update
Mr. Skiba provided a summary of the NERC SC activities that could affect WEQ activities, noting two key projects. First, he summarized the time error correction work underway. He stated that this project had been passed through the SC and was due to commence a field test to last a minimum of one year. He added that this test would likely not begin until certain coordination efforts were finalized. He reiterated that this project would definitely affect NAESB standards. 
Second, Mr. Skiba mentioned that NERC was considering modifying their definition for “system operator.” He added that this project would likely affect NAESB standards, although the extent of this impact would not be known until a new definition was drafted. He recommended a close monitoring of this project.  

4. Review Standards Requests

As no new standards requests were made since the last SRS meeting, attendees had nothing to review. 
5. Review Documents Posted for Formal Comments
Mr. Skiba observed that four new recommendations had been sent out for a formal comment period the previous Friday. He volunteered to review two of them, PAP 9 and the Elements table, and draft comments on the subcommittee’s behalf.  Mr. Cyrulewski and Mr. Saini volunteered to do the same for PAPs 3 and 4, respectively. Each volunteer committed to providing a draft to the rest of the subcommittee by November 8, 2010 so that participants would be provided an opportunity to approve of the comment before submission to the EC on November 12, 2010. Notes to this effect were added to the Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections document. 
6. Review Minor Corrections
The group reviewed four minor corrections, noting their decisions on the Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections document. The group first opened the draft of MC 10032 that Mr. Cyruleski had prepared prior to the meeting. After brief discussion, attendees agreed that Messrs. Saini and Skiba should submit the draft to the EC, subject to several non-substantive changes. After reviewing MC 10033, the group agreed to the same treatment for this minor correction. MCs 10035 and 10036 were each reviewed for their impact on WEQ standards. In each case, no impact was found; notes were included on the spreadsheet to this effect. 
7. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The group found no activities to review. 
8. Input to Status Report for the Executive Committee

After noting that they planned to mention the recent lack of participation at the SRS, Mr. Skiba asked attendees whether he and Mr. Saini could bring up other issues to the EC during the next scheduled SRS status report. Mr. Winkler suggested that the SRS might want to raise the issue that a challenge is presented when NAESB becomes involved in creating standards that are not enforceable from a compliance perspective. Participants briefly discussed the challenges presented in developing Smart Grid technical standards as a representative case. Mr. Skiba stated that he would include the issue in his status report. 
9. New Business

Participants confirmed that they would meet next via conference call on November 16, 2010 from 1:00pm to 4:00pm Central.
10. Adjourn

Upon a motion by Mr. Cyrulewski, the meeting adjourned at 2:25pm.
