Ed and Narinder, 

The project status is that revised standards were out for comments.  Comment period has ended.  Here is my quick overview of the comments received. 

NERC Project 2006-06 Reliability Coordination 


Revisions proposed for Standards COM-001-2, COM-002-3, IRO-001-2, IRO-002-2, IRO-005-1, IRO-014-2, IRO-015-2 and IRO-016-2.  Comment period ended September 16, 2008.  Seventeen (17) individual and twelve (12) group comments received.  Following is quick review.  Standards listed in order of comments made.   

COM-001-2:  Most heavily commented Standard (21 commenters).  Main concerns raised on entities applicability, requirements unclear, measures unclear, Violation Severity Levels not correct.  There were other concerns.  Seems the Drafting Team has a lot of work to do to address all the concerns. 

IRO-001-2:  Second most heavily commented Standard (17 commenters).  Main concerns raised requirements unclear, measures unclear, Violation Severity Levels not correct.  There were other concerns.  Drafting Team has a lot of work to do on this standard as well to address all the concerns. 

IRO-002-2 had 10 commenters, COM-002-3 had 9 commenters, IRO-014-2 had 7 commenters, IRO-005-1 had 4 commenters and IRO-016-1 had 1 commenter with concerns.  Comments were not nearly as lengthy as for first two standards.  Drafting Team certainly has work to do on the first three Standards. 

Regarding NAESB, I expect the Standards will have to undergo additional revisions and thus still need to be monitored.
